Aus-
trian army as cadet, but got Into difficulties end ',
bath leave in 1833for Turkey. Thrown, en-
tirely upon his own resources in a foreign corm-
try, Lathes. poorbut talented, at first accepted a!
place as privet° .I.3:Lease therms of-irTurkish
merchant, and afterwards embraced Mohamed-'
ism. He proceeded toConstantinople and ob-
tabled a position as teacher in a military school,'
distinguished himself, and was appointed instrue-
tor of thePrince Abd-el-Medshid, with the rank !

On the let of .101j, 1839. Sultan Ilishmend
