ly and withoutregard to color, itwould be moreconsistent' with the sovereignty of those States aswellas with the interests oftheir chimes tohave
the question of the rights of those whose free-dom may be challenged to be tried in their own
Forums. The nacre of-a manupon a claim of
property would notbe allowed by the comity ofnations anywhere and would be scarcely made
even the subject of treaty at thepresent day. Ifthe right exists here, as it certainly does, it isby -virtue only of the constitutional provision,and it should be exercised at the peril of theclaimant.who violates the sovereignty of theState by, and ought tobe amenable to- its laws
for a false assertion-of, it. I would say there-fore that it cannotbe too strictly guarded—that
the chancei of the alleged fugitive, ifhe should
turn out tobe kidnapped under theforms of imr,wouldbe as nothing to a friendless stranger Ina
remote forum, where the law of libertyhas no
place, smilhis complexion would raise a violent
presumption against him, and that the onlyreli-
able and effective security againatinjusties and
oppression would consist ins trial wherehis wit-
nesses wouldbe accesisible, and before a Jury of
those who areatleastprboofacie his peers. '

Thesixth and Last question suggests whether
I imbi endeavoi to prohibit the importation of
all intoxicating liquors into the United Statesbythe imposition of heavyduties ?

Tothis Ireply that while ass general pried=
pie Iwould be willing to lay heavy ditties upon
every article of mere luxury, and to prohibit, as

and could be produced with equal facility at
home, -I should be equally ready to protect thehealth and morals asI would the labor ofour
communities. If by the absolute interdiction,
If that were Priebe'able, of the import ofall In-
toxicating liquors, or by any other mode which
a wise legislation could devise, a cheek can beeven to the growth of that monster sloe. hich
overshadows our land and saps the life springsof our peciple, am sure there to no man whowouldco-operate more cheerfully orrejoice more
sincerely than myselL

Having thus replied to your inquiries hi more
detail, wimps, than the occasion may bare au-
thorised, I= trust I shall be tanned for adding
that while I have felt greatly honored by the
support which I have already received for the
only public position which would tempt me again
from my comparative retirement, Ihave notatany time presumed toobtrude any pretensions ofmy own upon the notice of any of the electors.
