, labors have served to nourish the national spirit,and to conciliate respect abroad. •Cliietamongthe few learned members, of the national Churchwho regard the reconciliation ofLiberty and Re-f ligion as theindispersible condition ofa piogres-stye civilization, his studies and resources wereall engaged to effectuate it. His 'philosophicalI writings, which are read in most of the longue-gas of Europe, early won the applause otmeta-physical Germany, by their masterly exposureof the rationalistic theories of theism, and hiskindling work on Lee Cie Pktist de VEgliae,
(the Five Piagues of the; Church,) in which hedemonstrated, with powerful logic, the necii-say ofecclesiaatical reform, awakened the earlypromise of the pontificate of PiusrIX, so disas-trously frustrated by the overruling forces ofreaction.
