It de-pends on the municipal law of the State .whereit is established. And ifa person held in sla-very go beyond the juristifotion where be Is soheld, and into another sovereignty, where els:very is not tolerated, ha become free.

_This units the cue of Mr. Wheeler'sexactly ; and Judge Kane will see, if he be notJudicially blind, that the SupreMe Court toagainst him on both the points made by him intheWilliamson cue. For hisedification, and tofurther strengthen bur we cite to himasobles opinion of JudgeMcLean, in which thewhole Court concurred:
