We have been told that Mr. Gaines had as-sured Governor Morehead that bewould notsend the woman out of the State, and that sheshould be given up Who should so require, andthat Governor Morehead was very =oh eel.-prised and chagrined when he was made -ac-quainted with the fact that she hid been sentoff toArkansas. This is a matter which ldr..Gaines, as an honorable man, is bound to ex-plain.

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Awful Steamboat Disaster.
Wo take the following particulars of the lossof the Henry Lewis, fromthe Louisville Conner:
The disaster occurred In the Ohio river, &bout4 o'clock, Saturday, a clear starlight morning.The Henry Lewis, with a full cargo for NewOrleans, from Cincinnati, and about, forty pas-sengers on board; was descending the river; justbelow Troy,."buggiog the Kentucky !there," atthe head of Anderson's bar, whoa the E. How-ard, ascending, came up, or rather out, from be-hind the point, and a collision occurred, .einking.the Henry Lewis in three minutee, in %bouttwenty feet ofwater.

At the moment of the collision the wildest-Steno of terror and excitement ensued amongthe passenger* and • ere, of the 111-fated boatever conceived of or experienced on the Western
• waters. The passengers were all asleep in theirberths but a moment before, and at the next in-stant were hurried • forth amid the crushing oftimbers, the hissing ofsteam, the hurrying toand fro, the alannot fire and cries of. drowningwretches to find thomeeires surrounded by deathLc its most hideona forms. The shook of thocollision threw the boat around with herbow upstream, and the entire cabin broke in two, orwas rather crushed in by- the great weight offreight upon the rOO-0.6d at tho tame , LIMO it.careened over, a portion; of. the roof on oneaide,,befog entirely ender water. Tho peamengersincluding a-number, of laditte and children, es-caped In their night clothes, and took refuge onthe hurricane-deck, tweed to all the inclem-ency of the weather. Many of them were sorelybruised by the boxes otglateware and other ar-ticles that fell in open them from the roof. Theboat also naught fin, and amid oho smoke, fall-iog roue, and rushing raters their dances ofescape seemed hopelessindeed. The boetluokilesettled to the bottom of the river, leaving thebunkmate-roof above water, and their the sur-vivors congregated to await eraletance.Among those known to be lost were two ehil-drin, on deck, belonging to a poor Irish womangoing to New Orleans; a woman, nameunknown,
was also lost from the dock. Your of the fugi-tive MAUI of Mr. Gaines, were on the boat, in-
cluding ?Sargent and her Infant child. Thechild was drowned, and the others eaved. [lt issaid to have teen thrown overboard by her'mother.) They were taken on the tastiestFriday from this city, and went on their way toGaines' landing, Arkansas. The mother ex-hibited no other feeling than joyat the leas ofherchild. She was accompanied. by the twoSimons, father and coo, all in charge of MarshalButts, ofCorington. r He, had a narrow escapefrom drowning; having entered his room afterthe sollision to get something, and was got outby a hole cut through the roof.
It was thought that two cabin passengers,from Portsmouth, Ohio, were among the drownedand two others were miming. All therest, some

35 in number, were saved, including several •
-women and children. The Captain's wife,daughter and small child wero on board, and allsaved, thoughat one time it *as thought theywere last TheCaptain's wife doting the terri-ble eldtement that prevailed was calm and perself-itoesessed, urging upon. her husbtind
tobe collected and firm exhibitiog no fears ofthe awful death that threatened her. She, like
most of the others, werein their night dress, andwith bleeding, naked feet raced upon thier nar-rorfoothold patiently awaiting Tenet, and inmomentary expectation of seeing the wreck dis-appear and leave them to the mercies of thewaves. . .

Wm. Jacobs, of 49.., She second steward,. andDan IleCumbeon, of Steubenville, the secondcook, *were both drowned. Ofthe cravat handssad Bremen, 150190 ten Or twelve are supposed tobe lost. The engineers, mates, pilots, and-allthe alms were wed.

A large quantity of freight en the
decks of the Lewis fell over on the toreastle ofthe Howard.
