LONDON, March 20, 1856.The public are becoming impatient for the
announcement of the peace treaty, but only from
curiosity and a wish to turn their attention to
other matters. No uncertainty prevails as to
its material stipulat ion, and its publication
whenever it may take place is' not likely to in-
fluence either the money or stook markets.

The bulletins of the health of the French Em-
press and the young prince continued to be re-
garded with lively interest. At the same time,
the progress of Prince Jerome in viewed with
that kind of sympathy which always attaoheo to
the fate of political personages connected witha past age.
