Three of the party cap-tured were, however, retained—Messrs. Pat-ridge, JohnBrown, jr. and ' The twolatter are members of the Kansas legislature.The formerwas released on ball, zed arrivedhere this morning. Pour indictments were foundagainst Mr. John Brown, Jr. One for "hightreason," "kidnapping • slave " conspiracy'
onefar "horse stealing;" Mr. Williams forhightreason; Mr. Patridgo for conspiracy; theothers nothing against them, they were impris-oned nearly a month for no crime.
