Mr, W. S. Hotta°ld, one of the men who had
charge of the Santa Fe. (McKinney's) train,captured by the free State meo, . nailed on nothis morning and related the *particulars ofthatoccurrence, arid other smuts in' Kansas. Thetrain was captured on the Ist, by a party '.ofmen under Capt. Cutter—not Brown, streusel:ie.ly stated. It consisted of, three mules, threehorses,, and aiztreis head of cattle. The
baggage of the 'teamsters] wan searched and
their arms and munition taken from them.
While In charge oftheir captors they were welltreated, no cruelty or indignity, other than the
lurching of their carpet cache, being offeredthem. On-beingreleased theywere given one
of the. wagonsand els.ozen. to convey them-'elves to Minouri with. Word was sent also tothe owners of the train, that they could have
their property by coming after it, and that It
should be preserved for them. Two othertraine, Bent's and Compbelre which it WU fearedwould ba captured also, ,were allowed to paisimmoleated by the-Yankees, who gave as their
reason ,for,captering-:MisKinney's train; thatMcKinney was an active_ prculavery man en-gaged with the pre-elivery army.
