A lovely spot for all that life canask. Salubrious, mild."The settlers of Kansas are from almost everyState in the Confederacy, but chiefly from thetree States; the rest are mostly Miseonadans, Itis doubtless known to you that the hilmarianshave maderepeated Music= of KIWIS. Whenthe election came off, (the first one particularly,)hundreds of wagon', loaded with provisions,arms of every Calibre and name, ammunition,and barrels of whisky, were driven to within a
halfa mile of the polls; there the, invaders en-camped; and such shontlag, sweating, drinking,
firing, hallooing, roaring, damning, Ac., thisworld never saw before. Next morning theymarched to the polls, and gave a Democratio
vote. After voting theyreturned to their camp,renewed their Baohanalian orgies, and the next
day crossed over to Minim!. This is es true
as anyrecord In the United States. It wouldrequire many sheet, of foolscap to contain a
tithe of the barbarities, robberies and murders,

Oae mighthave bought houses and lots worth thousandsof dollars for $8 to $10; might have boughsaWagon load of furniture, or rich and costly,cloth', cansimeres, and silks, for $lO to s2o.Prom what I hear, ono might have boughtenough to load fifty wagons for oneor two hun-dred dollars or less. Re acts upon thesupposition that crude Iron contains about liveper cent of carbon. and that U this element at a
white heat be brought In contact with oxygen, •combination must take pliice, and combustion bethe remit; and the rapidity of this combustionwill be In emote proportion to the extent ofsur-face exposed. He takes a cylindrical vessel ofthree feet diameter, and about five feet In bight,lined with fire team five tnyeres three-eighthsofan inch diameter, the noulee of which me
formed of tell-burned are-clay, are inserted at
about two inches from the bottom, and so ad-justed as to admit of their being removed andreplaced In a few minutes when worn out. Ahole Is made In the vessel, by which the metalIs let In, and one on the opposite aide, by whichit Is allowed to escape when finished. Thecapacity of this vessel should be such as not tohold less than one nor more then five tuns offluid Iron at each charge.
