The whole amountof rain for the lain year,
83.92 inches bring 10 inches less than the average
amount of the preneding 19 years, and the smal-
lest quantity fallen in any year once 1825,
when only 294 inohosjoll,. At _Trenton there
let34.43 inches.

The average amount ofrein far the 1.9 years
last rest is 43.62 inches. The greatest amount
which fell in any year was in 1641, 55i incnes
and tho least in 1856, 64. inches.

Itmay surprise many to 10:111 that by this
record it oppearo that 6,26 ieches more rain
fell in the "dry" year of 1854 than daring the
one justclosed— the comparative quantities be-
