Arrival of the Persia.

The Conferenel closed on tho evening of TOCLI.
day, the 13th, by tho signieig of a protocol which
purports to terminate the difficulties that have
bitheeto prevented the execution of the treaties
of the 30th Much. The following is the state-
ment of the Meniteur:

"The representatives of theoontraeting Courts
to the Gearless of Paris assembled this day
(Tuesday, January Gth,) in conference at the
Heel of the Minister of Foreign Affairs, signed
a Protocol, which puts en end to the difficulties
encouttered In the execution of tho treaty on
the 30th of March.

"It is known that the nature of the locality
did not allow the Boundary Commiesion to come
to on understanding upon all the points of, the
new frontier line between Turkey In Europe and
Basyis; on the other hand, it became necessary
to eupkly for the eilenee which the treaty had
kept reletive to the fate of the Isle of Serpents;
finally, the Strict application of the.2lst article,
by annexing the Delta of the p.whe to Molda-
via, took away from the immediate sovereignty
of Turkey, .a Write* which was formerly di-
rectly a dependonoy of the eublitao Porto.

'4espired With the 'resolution's of the Con-
gram, and wishing to. oonedliate allietercste, the
Conference, by unanimous eminient, has decided
that the frontier lino shall follow the Val)
Trojan as far es tho river lalpuelt, leaving Bal.
grad and Tabak to Moldavia, and that Russia
shall retain on the right hank of that alrenm the
Town of Kumrat, with a territory of abokit 300
square vents.

"The 141 a of Serpents has been considered as
belonging to the months of the Danube, and it
bee been agreed that it goes with their destine.
tion.

"The Conference has reeogaized that it was
the intention of the Congress tore-establieli, by
Art. 21 of the Treaty Of Peace, in their former '
condition the territorlee &Unsaid went of the new
boundary, nod to conformitself to the precisions
of the negotiators of the peace; It has decided ,
that then territories shall be annexed to Mol-
davia, with the exception of the Delta of the
Danube, which returns directly to Turkey.

"It hoe been decided, nt,reover, that en the
30th of next March at latest, the fixing of the
boundary shall be effected. and that the setae
date the Austrian 'recaps and the British egmd-
ron Aral hare evacuated the Danubian Pripet-
palities and 'the inteinal,waters or Turkey.

"The Commle.lou Of the Principalities, the
members of which are already at Constantino-
ple, may therefore at that period proceed to the
provinces, and fulfill the mission Intrusted to it.
Al coon no that COMMiebiDl3 emit have termina-
ted lie labors, It will render en account thereof
to the Conference, which will meet at Parts ao-
o.rding to the terms °tato 26th article of the
treaty to sanction, by a Convention, the final
agreement come to between the contracting
parties relative to the organization of the Prin.
cipalitiee."

Thebad on which the body lies is covered by
a canopy formed of black and white drapery,
and =mounted by the arms of the Archbishop:
The canopy Issurrounded by high wax tapere,
and by candelabra full of smaller ones.... Twelve
priests, placed on either sideof the body; recite
aloud the prayers for the dead. Sonic tither
priests and re/Venus also pray in other-plume:
A numerona crowd passed through the chapelle
ardente with every mark of respect and regret.
