Ifaanae OClTll•Perndl.e. of the mbuourtDeraterat,Proposal for State Organization.
Lamiurrow, K. T., Feb. 2, 1857.—A bill hasbeen Introduced into the Territorial Legislaturewhich makes provision for early State organiza•tins. It Is entitled "an ant for the speedytaking of the census." It has been submittedto a Joint Committee of both Houses, and afterseveral days of careful examination and discus-sion, hes boon reported back without amend-ment, and its passagerecommended.As this bill ban boss carefully framed by thelmost iodetential parties here, and as they havedeliberated on the nem:salty and appropriate-nese of ovary point, we mayconsider its passage;almost certain. The following are the loading Ifeatures of this important measure: -

An Immediate ensue of Kansas Territory is
to be taken. The cenauois to be completed andthe report made to the Judge of each countybefore the tenth of April. No previous residence Iof evidence ofcitizenship, is to be required, ex-cept that the voters Theis listed shall be citizensof tbeNnited States, and shall be Inhabitants ofthe Territory on the first day of -April, 1857.No emlgreut.tomiug to the Territory after that Idabs, shall be allowed tobare hia name on the ilists thus taken. Penton listed before the tenthof that month, 11.1 being in the territory April Ilet, shall he thus ranked as voters.The census shall be taken by the Sheriffs ofthe rertmotive counties. In case of absence of)the Sheriff, the County Judge shall take thecensus. }Whet of these persons in such a caseare allowed to have h deputy for each township.All the offieere to take the census, or managethe cleation, arc app tutees of the Territorial'legislature.
