There can be no
doubt of tble, as on opening eome of the like
tumuli, or_ hills of eartb, tenth are fooled.

From the Quarry hill you have a stow
offour or five miles of the Allegheay river, slog
which Ilse a floe bottom, and In high cultivation,
with different inoloenrce and farmhouses, the
river winding through the whole prospect.

"This hilt would seam to stand as that wbere• I
on a strong redoubt might be placed, to com-
mand the commerce of the Allegheny river,
while directly opposite, on the Monongahe-
la Mete, to the south-tut, stands a hell of
the mime height and appearance, known by the
name of Ayres' hill, eo called from a Hellish engi..
neer of that name, who gave his opinion ID
favor of this ground as that whereon the fort
ought to be constructed, as being the highest
ground, and whloh mode command the riven,
and the plain with the inferior Tieing grounds
on which the town la, built. The hilt has been
cultivated on the summit by a Highland regi-
ment, who built upon it, though the buildings
are now gone, and the brow at the hill is mill
covered with wood.

As I pace ulnae, I may remark
that this now country Is in general highly pro-
lific; whether it Is that the vegetable air, it I
may so °epee!' it, °clamantly perfumed with
aromatio fluor, end impregeeted with salts
drawn from the heel poll, is more favorable to
the prodeotlon of men and other animals than I
decayed grounds.

"There to not a more delightful spot under j
heaven to spend any of the summer months than I
at thle pilot. I ace astenisbed that there should 1
bo each repairing to the Warm Springsin Vir-
ginia, a piece pent op between the Mlle, where
the sun pours Ile beams concentrated as In a
burning gime, and net a breath' of air stirs;
where the eye eon wander scarcely halfa fur-
long, while here we have the breezes of the
river, coeng from the Mississippi and the
ocean; the gales tb t fan the weeds, and are

rneentfrothe mire leg lakes to the northward;ekeIn the meantime lb prospeot of extensive hills
and dales, when the fragrant air brings odors
of s thousand flowers and plants, or of the corn
and groin of husbaedmen, open Ilehelmet wings
Here we heve.the town and country together.—,
How pleasant It le In a summer evening
