We
hadoceasion to mingle sumewhat among business
men, and on severnlocensions learned some inter-
esting 1acte.  No mercantile community in the
Union, ifindecd in the world, employs the same
fucilities for conveying information 1o merchant
strangers, ns the New Yorkers, Advertising is
curried ou extensively, and at high prices, too:
then in addition 10 an expensive card,, circular
and tuncy placard, often o large amount of val-
uable and interesting information to a stranger
is interwoven and distributed gratuiton: v In
cvery other large city—east and west, too much
ceonosy is practiged in such matters, 1t is said,
that goods can be obtained much more easily on
credit in New York, than in any other eastern
city. They evidently assume greater risks, con-
sequently their business operations are more
hazardous. Reverses, pecuniarily, nre more prev-
alent here than elsewhere because of this mode
of venture in trude.  While some nre unsuccess-
ful, and found wanting to o large awmount, on
the other hand, a large number make princely
fortuncs—sometimes in a very short time. The
interests of this great emporium are so identified
with the whole commercial world, that any war-
like movement, will suddenly create n demand
for xowe particular articles enriching the hold-
ers—a3 for instance the effect on tes, arising
from the difficultics between the British and the
Chinese: while on the other hand many have
been miade bankrupt by unexpected changes in
fureign parts.

We made the acyuaintance of a large commis-
sivn bouse ou South street, fronting the East
River, and on enquiring we learned that in one
article of trade alone last year, their snles
smounted tu over two mullions of dollary, and yet
there are other firms whose sales exceed this
sum. Then we nscertained, through a reliable
source, that one large wholesale grocer, who had
over one hundred thousand dollars wortirof Tes
on hand, when the large advance took place on
that article, had cleared on their sale- of Teax
and other goods, during the past six months
ending July 1st, over seventy-five thousand doli-
ars profit.  Thiv is° not surprising when it is
boastingly #aid of a merchandise broker, that

.t his business is worth over fifty thousand dollars

per yvar, as we heard of one firm whose name
i These iustances we have given
fer Lo one department of trade.

It is «aid, and we have no cause to doubt the
statement, that at one time during this summer,
one humlred and thirty thousand hogsheads of
sugar were held in store—principally in “bond,”
hy commission houses. This number of hogs-
heads is greater than the, whole of last year's
Lousiana Sugar Crop. We never knew of over
fifteen thousund hogsheads of Sugar—perhaps
