Tae NortR Auemicax Heup axp Cotron
PranT.—We ooticed the fact some tine since, in
the Merchants’ Magarine, of the discovery of this

ingular prodaction, by a Mrs. B t, grow-
ing wild in the southwest part of Wisconsin.—
Tho discoverer, as we learn, has since cultivat-
ed it with great success, having now some fif-
teen or sixieen acres of it growing on her farm.
A correspondent of Life Itlustrated has furnished
that journal with an interesting description of
the plant: and the editora have seen specimens
of the produce, and express their surprise at the
value of the discovery. Mrs. Beanwont thus
deseribes it :— «

From s single root that I transplanted there
sprung up about twenty stalks, measuring fif-
teen to seventeen feet each in height, baviog
upwards of thrce hundred pods containing the
cofton, with abont fifty to sixty seeds in each
pod. [t canbe pianted in the spring, and may
becut in thefall ; it bleaches tself almost white
a3 it stands in the field, and yields from threc to
four tons of good bemp or fiax to the acre. The
hemp or flax ia the produce of the stalk, and the
cotton is the kiead or bulb of the plant. 1t re-
quires but little labor to cultivale it, for when
ance planted it will remsin in the ground for
several years, throwing out fresh shoots and
stalks every year. The hemp (when stripped
from the stalk) requires to be dressed, of course,
and the flax should be heckled in the usual way:
the cotton, too, should be dressed with n cotton
gin, the same as they dress colton grown in the
South. 1 believe that this plant may be culti-
vated in any part of the world, and 1 think it
will grow and thrive on almost any soil, (if it is
not too stiff,) but rich black loam suits it the
best..

The discovery of this valuable plant proves at
once that cotton can be grown at the North as well
asat the South, and it may produce a great re-
volution in the cotton trade. The specimens of
the plant that we bave seen are a3 follows: No.
