I'hero was an officer named Congreve in the
British army, distinguished for his inventive lal
cots, which bo applied to the mocbanfcnl arts.
Among other things he invented the rocket which
now bears his name, and was first trsed at the
attack on Boulogne in 1BU<», ns a grand auxil-
iary in warfare. The Congroverocket is now io
comparative disrepute, but ils iovcolor became
Sir William Coogrcve by knighthood, obtained
a good round sum in hand, was the recipient of
a handsome pension, and was made a momber of
Parliament, and crowned with several honorary
dlstinclious os a man of science—and all this be-
cause of the Conpreverocktt^

Therewas an Karl of Sandwich in the Kuglish
Admirably, at the time when Captain James
Cook circumnavigated the globe. Out of com-
pliment to him, the Sandwich Islands were so
named. This nobleman used to carry in his
pockets, as a cheap and frugal lunch, thin slices
of cold meat, placed belweeu bread nod butter.
From him, this refreshment obtained the name
of sandwich, which U still holds. •

Great was the success of Arthur Wellesley,
Duko of Wellington, it is a doubt whether he
will not be as long remembered in connection
with no article of dress almost as well as Water
100. There is an epigram which explicitly slates
his claim on this bead. It takes the shape of an
imaginary epitaph thus?—

The vulgar, shapeless things, so much re-
jßetiabliog 1Wellingtons eat down, and known,as
{Bktchcn, are called'aftcr the ronglt and ready
old Field Marshal.

CoWel Colt, of New York, ond Col. Bowie,
ofArkansas, have respectively given theirnames
to very murderous weapons- All over the world

.Colt s revolvers aro now well known. They
were adopted into British warfare in the Crimea
and, more recently, in India and China, and aro
universally admitted to he excellent weapons
They are known, in Europe, as f'»//«, just as
the peculiar knife first introduced by him of
Arkansas is called a /.Vvir

A rough looking hut comfortable cover-all or
wrap rascal, constantly worn over his uniform
by the late Lord Raglan, who commanded and
died in the Crimea, now Lears his name, and a
Raglan is much effected, during the winter
months, Ly careful young bloods who do not so
much care for outward appearanco as for the
reality of warmth and comfort in cold weather.

In a like rnahner, when the Into Earl of Har-
rington who married Miss Foote, the actrcs»)
was Viscount Petersham, he astonished the fash-
ionables of Loudon, among whom he then was
confessedly the Autocrat, by abandoning lino
milled fhixouy broadcloth, aud nppeariug in a
great coat, brown in color, close fitting in shape,
and rough in texture.
