asked if he will “Stand Sam?” If he mocts a
savage-looking dog,be calls him an “ugly cus-
tomer.” If he meets an cccontrio man, he calls
him a “rummy old cove.” A senslhlo man is a
“chap “that ia up to snuff." A man not remark-
able for good sense is a “cake”—a “flat’—a
“spoon ’-a “stick”—“his mothor docs not know
he is out.” A doubtful assertion la tobo “told Lotho
marines.” An incredible statement is “all gam-
mon,” Our youngfriend never scolds, bat “blows
ap” never p&ys, bat “slumps up”—never finds
it difficult to pay, but is “hard on”—neTer fefels
fatigued, but is “nsodup.” He has no hat, IjnV
shelters his iiead beneath a “tile.” He wears
no neckcloth, but surrounds hia .throat with a
“choker.” He Usee nowhere, hot there Is some
place where ho “hangs out.” He never goes
away or withdraws, bat ho “bolta”—ho “slopes”
—ho “missies”—ho “makes himself scarce”—
ho “walks his chalks”—be “makes tracks”—ho
“cuts bis stick”—or what is the same thing, he
“cuU his lucky'” The highest compliment you
can pay him is to tell him that ho is a “regular
brick.” He dues not profess to be bravo, but ho
prides himself on beiug “plucky.” Money is a
word which he bos forgotten, buthe talks a good
deal about“tin,”and “theneedful,” “the rhino,”
and the “ready.” When a man speaks, he
“spouts”—whon ho holds his pcaco, he is down a
peg or two,” and “made tosingStnall.’ Heoalla
his hands “paws,” his legs “pin*.” Tobe per-
plexed, ia to be “tluramaxed"—10-'bcdisappoint-
ed, is to bo “dished”—lobecheated, is tobe “sold”
-•-tobe cheated clearly, is to be “done brown ”

Important Decision Toiciunc Ltycou—The
Women Ahead.—On the Bth of July ISiV., in
the town of llockport Mass., some two hundred
of the women of the place got together, pro-
ceeded to the different liquor ehops, entered
them by force, and destroyed the conlonta of
kegs, demijohns and bottles. There was a
great time in town that day, and thefemalc mob
was not interrupted until its work bad been ac-
complished. Tbo story went tho rounds of the
papers, and tbo pluck of the women was loudly
extolled by the Malne-Law Journals. After a
lime, however, tho affair was forgotten, and
nothing has been heard of tho parties who per-
formed the feat, until, recently, ono of the ladies
appeared in Courl, vicariously for the rest; os
defendant in a suit brought by one of the suf-
ferers.
