LOUIS NAPOLEON AND TEE SLAfE TISANE--The public are aware thatseveral months ago theimperial Government of France inaugurated amovement which aimed at a virtualrevival of theAfrican slave trade. They employed 'M. Regisof tlereeills to repair to the coast of Africa, tohironeg-o Ishorers fur a term uf ycarl, and to tuns-port them to the French West Indies. The neg-lected lands of those fertile islands were thus tobe rendered productive by a body f workmen,who were called free and werenominally compen-sated for their toil. They were to be voluntaryemigrants, whom the government would kindlyconvey from aland of poverty and Idleness .to apromising colony where wages awaited even theignorant and unskilled African. Such were theleadingfeatures of the plan, as it was describedand commended by lb friends and advocates.But they knew, and every one, famlltar withAfrican life, knew that the negroescould not behired for thatpurpose. The inhabitants on thecoast, from which they intended to obtain theirlaborers,can Scarcely bein dead to workat home,and can by no means be persuaded tosail fordistant land, in order tofind,employment. Theonly way to remove them from their home is tosteal them, or what is nearly the tame thing, tobuy them from tome royal thief, whohas 'totenor captured them. The French government wereperfectly well aware that they had tochoose be-tween the slave trade and no emigration fromAfrica. They hardly dared toadopt the formerwith boldness. They selected a new name forthe nefarious traffic, and disgraced their flag bytrending M. Regis tofulfillhis notorious contrars,Those, who remember what epithets the Con-gress of Vienna and that of Verona had appliedtothis crime of slave-dealing, who recalled thetreaty obligations, by which France is stillbound to co-operate in suppressing it, who knewthe honest and hearty hatred with which theFrench nation regard this iniquity, were Dotwithout hopes that the Emperor would be de-terred from the execution of his designs bythe general Indignation which the announcementof them ercited In the chief continental Staten.But recent intelligence leaves us no room todoubt that M. Regis has fairly begun hie dis-
