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TUE Portuguese manifesto derives increasedimportance from the ofetaial statement by whichitwas proceeded in the French ..ilon;eqr. Ac-cording to that statement, Portugal assented tothe claims of France because, upon consider-ation, she was satisfied of their fairness and
propriety. The I:...vernment Gazette, published
at Lisbon, now shows that this announcementwas untrue. It proclaims that Portugal main-talus the justness of her cause on every point,that she does not voluntarily make any conces-sion, and that the request for arbitration havingbeen refused, she will not now allow even theminor question of the indemnity demanded ofher to be a subject of negotiation, but will paytoFrance just whatevershe pleases to name. Shesurrendered the disputed vessel because a pistolwas placed to her ear, and in like manes the as-sailant may take herpurse.

ThiS dignifiedconduct on the part of the youngKing and his Minsters seems to have aroused anextraordinary feeling throughout the country.The Ministry were previously in danger, but itis said their popularity is now secured. TheKing was already much liked, and there canbelittle doubt that such an event, occurring at the
commencement of hie reign, will tend to bindthe attachment of the people through life.The report here is that the British govern-ment not only refrainedfrom offering the slight-est interposition, but actually intimated to thePortuguese government that they must settlethe matter by themselves and had better do soas quickly as possible. The tone of the state-ment of the Portuguese government tends,-per-haps, to support this suspicion, and it is saidthat such is the feeling °tithe Lisbon populationon the subject that for the moment the name ofEngland excites alMost more irritation than thatof Prance. Portugal hal been one of the stead-iest and most honorable 'lf the opponents of theslave trade, and has been stimulated to thiscourse uniformly by Britisupport. That sup-port having been wholly *ithdrawn the momentan emergency arose, sheOW intimates that itwill be vain for her single handed to keep up her
