Mr. Hooker, of Saoraoento' who started for the
East in companywith Mr. Broderick, over the
Balt Lake route, thus writes to he Saartunento
Union from Balt Lake City:

"We had a envies of disappointments from
first to last, with no comforts at all. The ani-
mals along the line are poor, broken down, and
withoutfood, for there is no bay nor grain for
them beyond the Sink of the Humboldt, and but
little grassanywhere. For one stretch of over
two hundred miles there are no changes of ani.
mals, over a barren onntry that deserves no
other name but desert; for nothing is visible on
the surfacebut sagebnvhes and sand. In fact,
attar leaving Canon Valley, the counnyhtabout
the sameuntil after crossing Bear river. One
coach broke down when ,abont six miles out of
Placerville, and wagons or animals have been
breaking down ever since. On muleback, with
an open wagon for our baggage, is the way we
have made the trip. In crossing the desert, be-
fore we got mules to ride, our team of wild Cal-
iforniahorses broke down, and we had to walk
fourteen miles in the sand."

Entoasszoa.—The Journal of 'Commerce says
the number of emigrants, arrived at New York
for the week ending the )sth, inn., was 598
makinga total of 75,089since the commence-
ment of the year. The arrivals for a correspon-
ding piriod In 1837 numbered 181,802. The
effect of the finazudal revulsion, both in this
country and abroad, is' plainly to be seen in the
remarkable fallingsffin the tide of emigration
since last year. The total up to January let,
1859,,will probably not be over 77,000, while
that of 1857 was about 183,000. It is lees than
25 per cent. of the emigration for 1834, which
reached the magnificent figure of 319,000. In
that prosperous series-of years, from 3853 to
1858, the emigration amounted toabout 860,000
—or enough to populate a large State.

Tireftcrnanor J3114/ Etivenmen.—ltis not
surprising that our countrymen in Lord Elgin's
train, or Lord Elgin himself should be fascina-
ted by the aspect of Japan and by the manners
of the inhabitants. MI Europeans have been
so, and more Europeans have visited Japan than •we are in the habit Of remembering. Theagreeable accounts which. have existed for emmecenturies were for the most part supplied by
visitors who were not prepared, as our coon ry-
mien have justbeen, to enjoy themselves doubly
from having just left the sweltering . plains,
muddy rivers and filthy ports of Upper China,
yet these reporth are not far behind afield of -
Lord Elgin's comrades in admiration of certain
features of the country and the people, while a
longer stay disclosed to them the vices and mis-
eries which, in Japan as elseWhere;intest sohle-
ty in one directien or antither.•lteadersof these
old-Nooks will not be at all surprised at the
news which has followed on the heels of the !re-
cent tidings front our China exPedition,tha gti ltheJapanese are deeply disgusted with foreign era
already, and believe their Wells to be poisoned
by them, from the appearance of cholera! at.
Nagasaki and its terrible ravages, dating from
the arrival of an American vessel with a cholera
case on board. Nobody ought to be amazed at
anything that may happen in the earthly pore-
dise that our imaginations lays just fallen in
love with; for there is abundatice.of evidence in
existence that the inhabitants,;_while really as
kind and amiable and friendly, and perhaps
frank as ourcountrymen have Poet found them,
are like other people of Mongol 'see--credulous
first and cruel afterwards; friendly first and
vindictive afterwards; simple and frank till thefirst misunderstanding occurs, and thenceforth
unfathomable in guile and hypocrisy.

It is a great incident that Japan should have
been thrown open to the intercourse td the
world; we naturally exult in the feat havingbeen
accomplished by the wise daring of a civilian
who has manifested the finest qualities of spl-
diership: and weare justifiedin anticipating in-
calculable benefits from the opening of coin-
merce with Japan. But it will not be wise to
enter upon our new relations in a romantic
spirit, nor toAttribute an impossible morality
to the people,lE the hazard of bringing on a

reaction of disgust whenwe discover that human
society is corrupt, in Asia es in Europe, in the
crowded isolation of Japan sa in the lighthouse,
where two men cannot live without quarrelling,
or the Scotch islet, where the single inhabitant
revolves in his loneliness the Weooge he has sue-
tamed from his kind. It is wisest In all such
cases-to insist on those particulars only into.
which not only imagination but difference ex-

Lot us hear all about these fruits of civiliza-
tion, and the rich strong beer that the people
make from rice, and their fish and game; and
the convenience of pastry cooks shops in the
midst of woods and• wilds, where "something
warm," as old Eampler tells us, is always tobe
had day or night; and of the freestone embank-
ments to the rivers, so graduated as to make
miles of stairs for popular convenience; and the
thousands of vessels which pass under bridges
of cedar, elaborately carved, and all the ap-pliances of luxury described by all' 'letters,
from Marco Polo to Lord Elgin. Sul it will be
wiser to avoid saying that there Is no pauperism;
for the ancient crowds of beggars of the interior
will probably he found there still. It will be
wiser not to infer too tastily from certain traits
of manners that the woman are universally
what our enthusiastic countrymen tell us; for,
when they come to learn how and where the
begging nuns of • the country are educated for
their vocation, their notion of Japanese purity
may otherwise undergo an unjust. revulsion.
