so to speak, with lime. Its fine pai deles were
in part disintegrated (or pulverised) limo Stone;
the water flowing through it, was litao water;
and tho rocky and stones inlorming! d with the
soil, were nearly pure lime stones (c irbonate of
limej. In tliis cose tbe applied b irnod lime
could not have been needed to supjly lime to
the plants, for,—tho theory of the onditfon ofthe lime naturally in the soil to th? contrary

'notwithstanding—we confidently osairt that the :
lime water (or soluble lime in the. wtter) wouldfurnishau infinite abundance for all the wantsof the plant itself. Second. Wo have analyzed
many coils from various localities, aud studied
tbe analysis of hundreds of others, and we nevor
yet knew of an otherwise good soil, whioh did
not show enough lime in its composition, to sup-
ply the (supposed) needed quantity of litne for
any crop. [We will add here, that for good and
cfbcicot reason, reasons as yet unanswered, wo
hold as an unsubstantiated theory, tbe present
scientific teachings that a ccrtaiu definite quan-
tity of partioular mineral ciemonls are essential
to the perfect growth of plants.]

What is the use of lime applied toa soil then ?

We answer, lime acts only secondarily, as a pro-
motion of certain changes in tho elements of the
soil - When lime is burned, its carbonic acid is
expelled, and it is then a caustic alkali, in a fine-
ly divided condition for being intimately mixed
with the eoil. It is then eager (has a strong
affinity) to unite with other elements, especially
with the add of sour elements io the soil.- Ap-
plied to soils in this caustic condition, its notion
isthreo-fold.

f\nt—Most soils contain more or less of vege-
table acids. They are to eome degree sour. Tbe
canstic or burned lime when added, neutralizes
or destroys these acids, and sweetens, os we
sty, tho soil, rendering it more congenial to
growing plants. * This etfeot isjuat as great up-
on many soils already filled with uncaustic lime-
stone or lime unburned, as upon those having
little or no lime. i

Second—Caustic lime dissolves h species of
asphaltic coating formed upon vegetable matter
soils, and exposes the inner texture to tbe no-
tion of air which decomposes it andj prepares it
to enter into the roots of plants os nourishment.

Third—-Vegetable metiers, when decaying or
decomposing, yield *a certain amount of com-
pound substances, among which Is carbonic
aoid, which unites readily with such alkalies as
caustic lime, jfttasb, elo. Now, it is a law of
chemistry that a compound will bo readily pro-
duced, when there is present another substance
for which the new compound has an affinity.
Therefore, the bare presence ofeauitio lime io
a soil hastens the decocupobitioa of iho vegetable
matters, and they more readily yic Id their ele-
ments to nourish growing plants.

From the above considerations wi may derive
a few simplerules for tbe applica ion of limo,
premising the remark, that while cl >ee observa-
tion and thought will assisting in determining
this matter, yet the multitude can only judge
by trial when lime is useful and when not so.

auooESTiVE ari.Ee roa AiTLri.NO lime.
1 ft is desirable that limo should be a# near-

ly caustic (recently burned) ns possible. The
effect of burning is merely to drive off- its com-
bined carbonic acid, and the longer tbe lime is
exposed after burning, the greater is the
amount of carbonic acid returned to it by tbe
air.

2. Lime should bo finely divided water
ulahrdl. that it'may bg mingled as thoroughly
as possible with the noil

•i. Lime acts comparatively tho most bene-
ficially upon auch aa are most scUhanve to vege-
table acids or sour subatanseß ih soils An ex-
ample of this i« found in potatoes, which &rv
usually benefiUed by lime.,

•1. Wei, cold lauds are most subject to be im-
pregnated withsour substancta, and undecora-
posed vegetable matter; hence, wet soils are
most likt-ty to bo bettefitied by an n iplicat iun o 1
limo.

A. Clay*. andfiotapacLuoilH gvnc rally, admitair less Ireely than light porous si iU, anti ihe
former therefore contain larger proportions of
undeeompoßcd vegetable mailer. f,imo benefits;
ihcee by assisiiug to decompose such substances,*
and fit thetu for plant nourishment.

0. The great majority of light soils con-
tatu *riptr uodecaycd mailer, and even «>n tbe
most sandy tinea a small quantity of lime will be
temporarily beneficial i

”. On light noils, the effect of lime is most
needed below the surface, where the air has not
peuetrated freely. On heavy or wet soils it isneeded near tho surface alsoy. It ts usually beat to apply the lime at thoumo or just before putting io crops, that they
may get thefull benefit of its actiorq which be-
gins immediately.

J- On light, warm wife, too much lime willdecompose the'- vegetable matior faster than
heeded, and there will be a waste. Continuedfree application of lime will decompose all Uiovegetable mailer in such soil*, and leave them
Comparatively barren Such soils aroeaid to be
“limo-eick.”

■ An annual application of limo is betterthan a less frequent sopply ofa larger quantity,
atnee in the former case its action is more con-tinuous upon the successive crops.11. On many light warm soils, whero thevegetable matter Is decomposed by air and sun,limo will bo injurious rather than beneficial.

12. The heavier and wetter the soil the
greater will be the quantity of liaic which may
be useful. A yearly application of limo may
;
ftr y from 4to 30 bushels per aero, jUsl accord-

ing to the condition of the soil.13. Lime maybe tried with good prospect ofutility upon eour muck laud—swampy and wet
prarie lands are of this character.

14. Lime maybe sown broadcast on the sur-face, as a top-daessing: or it may be addod tothe hill. Usually thebeat method 19 to bow itupon tho surface before plantingor seeding, and
then harrow it In well.

16. Lime, and potash (which abounds in un-leucbed wood adhes) nro both oauatic alkaliesand act very similarly. The potash is superior
to lime from tho fact that it 1* more soluble, andit theroforo becomes more uniformly diffusedthroughtho soil. Limo is, howevergcacrally tobo chosen on account of its Comparative cheap-
ness.—Amer. Agriculturist, f
