Sameof the older residents will remember a buildingwhich formerly stood on Prospect Hill, abouteiz miles distant from Peoria, and which wasdestroyed some seven or eight years eince. Du-ring the past lesson another house was erected,nearthe same location, and all that hasremained
Al relics of the old hotel watt a partially filledexcavation for a collar, and two well preservedbrick cisterns which had been covered up. Last
week the proprietor of the place, while busywith hie wife in preparing their Summerflowergarden, found himselfin the want ofa fewbricksfor the edge of the walks. Remembering thecistern., he uncovered one of them, and findingit dry at the bottom, and only about six feetIn depth, he jumped in, and commenced throw-ing oat some of the best bricks be could pickfrom the walls. It seems there was a piece ofplank with one end partially embedded in theearth that somewhat incommoded him, so seiz-ing It, with some exertion he palled it out andthrew it to the top. What was his horror andsurprise, al the next moment, to find that hehad unearthed an enormous rattle snake, andMemel! without a weapon in his hand !As the:clatern was round, and only aboutfivefeet in diameter, be could not jump oat, and thesnake bristling with anger and rattling defiancewap ready for battle. Ills screams brought hiswife to the scene, but ehe was no overcome withfright that the became powerless to render anyassistance. The mate, In the meantime; hadcommenced thefight; makingrepeated springs athim, but fortunately ho managed on end occa-sion to hit him upon the head with his boot,withoutreceiving a bite, the snake all the timebecoming more defiant and enraged. Duringthe whole scene, which lasted several minutes,the man did not lose his presence of mind, butwatching his chance made several frantic effortsto jump bodily from this seemingly pit of de-struction. At the last trial hefortunately grasp-ed a brick which gave way with him, and re-mained in his hand as he again stood frontinghis hissing enemy. After a few more kicks andwatching hie opportunity, be fired it, makingprobably one of the best shots on record, for itstruck the snake on the head, and between theone sent and the wall, ho became a "pretty wellused up earpint." Weak and exhausted, ourhero by the assistance of his wife was enabledto climb from the pit, but when once more uponthe earth he fainted away, and It was some timebefore he could be recovered.
