By thismethod the animals are supplied in part withthe conotittients of the salt as forming part ofincreased crops; Initial additional salt. nA.lnamCrsa.—lthherbs,where it ios desirable toretain allcurinth geirofvirtueswe endeavor to hare them them go throughthe drying process without exposure to theheat of the summer sun. And if you wouldsecure the best of hay from your clover, itshould be permitted to remain spread uponthe ground only lone enough for the leaves tobecome partially wilted. Then put it up insmall Cocks, say three feet in diameter andfour or five feet high. Thus put up, the airwill circulate through the stuns and cure itsufficiently for the stack or the barn. Everyfarmer should, however, provide himself withcloth caps. To do this, take cheap muslin, ayard wide, and cut it up into yard lengths.These should be spread over the cocks, andthe corners made heavy by fastening a stone.or a piece ofbrick in them, so that the windwill not blow them off. Clover, timothy orgrain may thus be protected against foulweather. If the clover can remain a week orten days, it will be all the better. If however,there is an ample supply of bright, dry strawon thefarm to mix with clover, the latter maybe removed from the field idler remaining inthe cock only one or two days.Instowing it away now, a layer of clovershould be followed by a layer of straw, and soon alternating the one with the other. Thisis en excellent plan, and when opened in thewinter, the straw itself will be found superiorfodder, besides having preserved the cloverfrom heating or mouldlog.—Ohie Valley Farmer.
