- niches the following statistics: Tho whole num-
ber of births returned for the last year ie 11,-
209,idectreaseof 56 from the preceding year,
of, this number 6872 were males, 6360 females,
and of67 the sex was not ascertained. Of ille-
gitimate births, 89 were indicated. Of plurali-

._ tybirths', 115 oases were reported. In the town
of South Windsor, one lady gave birth to trip-
lets, October 23, 1850, and to twins October 13,
1858, makingfive children within a year.

The whole number of marriages reported ie8787, a decrease of tenfrom the preceding year;
the number of marriages has decreased in every
year since 1855; when 4286 were registered.

Whole number of deaths for the year, 6618,
of-which 30 were suicides.
