The nest him, prescribed as the order of the day,vas the protest nod appoel of James Books from thedecision of Now Turk Presbytery in hie care. The
tension of the First Congregation of New York hadfound Mr. 11. guilty offreed. Against this decisionhe bad appealed to presbytery; presbytery had sus-tainod the decision of session; and from presbytery'sdecision he appeals to synod. The appellant's sea_coos of appeal, and presbytery's answers thereto, to-gather with the original libel and the testimony beforethe session, were re., and Mr. nooks heard in do.fence of his appeal. While speaking, the hoer of re-cces arrived.

Three P. .lf.—After recces, the Committee on theTheological Seminary, Rev. S. Wylie chairman,reported. Tho report say, that the church hasreaped the happy fruits of the re-organisation of theSeminary, and that there is much in the condition ofthe institution to encourage. The action of theBoard of huperintendents is approved and commend-ed—the Professor's labors hare been enccessful.—Sinus the vacancy of the Senior Profeesor's Chair,others have filled the place by the invitation of theJunior Professor. The commits. recommends.that1200 be paid the assistants—think, the vecaney Inthe professorship should be filled, but does not re-commend any action towards this—rocommends thatthe salary of the first professor he only IsBoo—thatthe Board or Professor should prescribe a course ofreading for Theological students during the sum-•mere—that the petition of the students for additionsto the Theological library be heartily responded to,and collections ho talons up to the congregationstherefor. The committee disfavors the request ofPittsburgh Presbytery that students he liceneed to
preach during the summer previous to their fourth
term in the IlaIL

The report was tabled for the preseat.
Rev. Sloan, chairman of the committee on the re-

ports of the Board of Foreign Missions, reportedfull satisfaction withthe action of the Board. Thereport also highly approves of the course pursued by
the Missionaries, especially in reference to the expul-sion from Zahleb. The committee also recommendsrho Board to eand no licentiate to any presbytery lessthan four months, andthat none he permitted to enterupon the labors of a pastor until ho Ism fulfilled his
appointments. Report tabled for present.

Dr. Sproul, chairman of the committee on corres-pondence, reported a loiter in reply to a communion.tion from this Assembly of the U. P. Church. The20th section of the aforesaidordinance prohibitsthe sifting or riddling of dry Buie on the publichighway in building houses or—stores. Now itappeared in the course of the examination thatthese builder. had obstructed the gutters andhad sifted limo. A fine of $6 was imposed onthis account.
