Tho case has just beenopened afresh to me by responsible parties,and I have gathered the following facts,which are so startling that I venture to sendthem to you at the risk of tiring your mod-em with the case. Let me premise by sayingthat the facto can be proven In any decent court.Said Manuel Mason and his wife were the elavesof a white woman, living a few miles oat of thepity. Afew years ago Manuel was taken etchwith inflammatoryrhenmatism,and was given upby the doctors ea incurable. Underthe dream-'latices his mistress offered to selfhim for $3OO,ho to pay her in inetalments. He accepted theoffer, and paid off the entire sum in due courseof time. He partially recovered his health andhired the time of his wife for so much a year,that oho might keep house for him in Washing-ton. They raised a large number of children attheir own expense, bat Invariably at about theage of tea years the mistreat, took away eachchild and sold it off or appropriated l it to herown use.

At last only one child was left—"little Ben."He was, like all ynungest children, a favorite--the baby, the oomfortof theold man sari woman.In September last one of our new ;Mike ap-proached the small dwelling of Manuel Masoninsearch of " little Ben," for the last child mustbe taken to minister to the, voracious appetite ofthe monster, Slavery. Benjamin was missing,however. The father never had him in hispower or possession for one moment, yet he wassuddenly arrested for "harboring a slave!" Thelaw dates 1707 under which ho was taken, andthe literal penalty is "one hundred pounds oftobacco per hour" for each hour of harboring aslave. You will perceive that the father wassimply guilty of not finding his runaway boy.The officer told Mason to hunt up his boy, andupon his neglecting to•do this he was thrown in-to jail. Althoughoso evidence was offered againsthim, yet the Justice would not let Mason out onany less bail than $1,600, which was furnishedby a kind hearted citizen of the district. A juryvery quickly brought in a verdict of guilty,though with no more evidence of guilt than is tobe found in this letter. Mason was remanded tojail, where for days he lay without a bed, andall the time with scant clothing. He lay in jailforty-nine days before Judge Crawford woulddeign to sentence him. The sentence was topay a fine of SIP; 65; being $1 66 "for everyhour the slave was harbored: one-half of saidamount to go to the ueo of the owner of the slave,and the other half to the United States." I quotafrom the Judge's sentence as reported in the Na-tional Intelligeocer. Mason was also sentencedto lay all costs, and toremain in jail till the en-tire sum was paid. The District Attorney wasat last prevailed upon to consent, npou ample...security, that the money will be paid at the endof three moot, to letthe-peer negro go, andbe is at liberty once more. In the meantime aPetition is circulating askio tha President toremit the One; butwithout holiesw of hopeforfleece:, Ifany one at t - th wishes to helpMason and freedom, the Era Rice will receiveapply any ouch moneys.
