„ of the breeds still retain traces of the old Eng-lish character. From its nature and habits,

the hog'reas the most useful and prelltable of lall animals bred by the early settlres. It was
their surest resource during the first years of
toirand hardship . It arrived earlier at ma.
thrity; required less care, sought out for the
ritokr part its own food, was the least- subject
to accidents and disease in a new situation,
and therefore best repaid any portion of at-
,tention bestowed on breeding and rearing it.

-- Until within a few years verylittle attention
' has been paid to the breeds of our farm stock;

and hogs, being considered an inferior species
ofdomestic animals, hove been the last to en-
gage the attention of the farmer; and even at
the present day, in many districts of our ,country, the old unprofitable kinds of this ani-

. trial continue to prevail. Indeed, systematic
breeding, with a view-to improve the formand value of the animal, may be said t o h avehardly commenced among us, the improve-ments, which are perceptible being rather thefruits of European than American skill.
A common error in this country, has been ,

• toregardmure the size of the animal than its
eywnetry or good points—to estimate a breedaccording to the great weight it could be madeto attain, rather than the profit with which itwould befitted to the hands of the butcher—-the most material point to the farmer. Butexperience is teachingusa new lesson on thishead. Butchers now judge of an animal rte-cording to the good points or most valuable'

• meat, which it carries. • Breeders have learned
to prefer those .which with a given quantity offood will lay en the must meat. And the con-
sumer has -learned, top, that meat that showsthe most solid fat,•is neither the mcst healthythe Most-savory, nor the most economical. Itis the duo admixture of fat and lean, or theprevalence of what is termed "fet lean"—suchas is Etert in the Devonshire ox and the SouthDown sheep—that gives the greatest value tothe butcher's meat.

We are perfectly satisfied, from long expe-rience, that the best and most profitable breedofswine for the farmer, is that breed whichwill nearly mature at eight to twelve monthsold; and then weigh, when well fatted anddressed, from 250 to300 lbs. A pig that hasto be winteredand kept tillsixteen t eighteenmonths old before fatted, rarely pays for itself,at the ordinary price of pork; and the averageweight of these, in the Lnited States, even ata year and a half old, we de not believe ex-ceed 300 lbs.
We never liked the long-legged, slab-sided,lop-eared, razor-backed grunters, except fortherace-course, for the reason that they eattoo much food to keep them in "good workingorder." For porkers give us the short-legged,small-boned, rowad-bedied, compact, quiet,contented, hearty pig, with sufficient goodsense toknow when he has eaten enough, andwhen to go and lie down.to be rubbed or cur-ried; end, withal, a hog with a remarkablygood disposition;—in short, a hog—a real gen-

uine etiffolk.
The Suffolk is a hearty, quiet, and thrifty•breed. They grow rapidly, are docile, con-tented, and good looking. They are white,well formed, compact, short-legged, hardy an-imate., equal in point ofvalue to the best. Bycrossing with the coarser or slower growing

sort, they will much improve the latter.In our cities and villages, an immenseamount of pork is consumed in a fresh state;and for this purpose, small hogs are much bet-ter adapted than large ones. - They should besmall-boned, not over tat, but meaty, plump,fine-grained pigs, weighing when dressed,fromfifty to one hundredpounds. Itis of greatconsequence, also, that they should be varie-ties which- give good flavored Sr welt t05..c.1
meat. Therein avast difference in swine, in
this respect, though some persons will notac-knowledge. it. Pam the shove plityose, theSuffolk is undoubtedly the hog.In order to get pigs to weigh well, they mustcome early. February, in the Southern: March,in the Middle, and April, in the NorthernStates; are the best months to drop pigs. Feedthem from the start, all they will eat; and they
will beready to kill in November and Decem-ber. Thus you will dispense with winteringany except those reserved for breeding.
