Is the case of the Cavegirl Amy, convicted atRichmond, Va., of rubbing the United StatesMail, Chief Justice Taney has denied a motionfor a reversal of the sentence, the plea being thatAmy, a slave, was not amenable to the penaltiesof the law, and decides that slaves are subject topunishments under the laws of the United States.The course of Judge Taney in this instancefurnishes another proof of the purpose of ourhighest legal tribanal to lend itself to the inter-ests of the South, regardless of all other consid-erations. It strikes us, however, that his opinionmust have an entirely different effect from whatwas expected or intended—for it absolutely re-verser the laredStatt derision!—Syraestse Jour.Itwas hardly tobe expected that a Court whichdid not hesitate to pervert the Constitution anddeny the expressed views of its framers, wouldpause at such a trifle as merely contradicting itsown decisions.
This only corroborates what was pretty gene-rally understood before, that the Supreme Courtwill decide Slaves to be "persons" or not persons,"property" or not property, "citizens" or notcitizens, just as the Slavehoiding interest mayrequire.
