“The Revolt of the Bwiss.
[From tto Timea' Carrespondent | .
Navees, July 9.—One of the ughest, and for
the Goveroment ons of the most menacing facte
which I have kad to record for the last ten years,
look place yeaterday morning. 1 have siready
epoken of dissensions among the Swiss, and of
the narrest and confinement of several in Sen
Elmo. Party feeling, according to their nation-
ality, has something to do with it; a.portion
sympathizing with the Frenoh, nand otbors wiih
the Germans, in the war which is now ragiog in
the North. There bave, howaver, been: other
causges of disquietudo among them—depending
upon the ehlng« of their booper, and on thelr
bring retalned in service after their time bad
expired. It sppears that in 1848 the Swiss
Csnfederation gave notice that it would not en-
ter ioto conventions with foreign Governmenta
to supply them with Lroops, and the last conven-
tion of this kiad expired in 1857. The foreign
regiments have, bowever, beco kept up by re:
cruiting sisce that time for varions terms, sad
300 or more of the men, it appears, had com-
pleted their service six or seven months since,
and demsnded their conge. Hence one eanse of
frritation. Another was this: —Two or thres
weeks gioce it was icsted Offici ¢
to tho Swiss Coloauls by their Government, that
they could no longer use the Bwise arms on thelr
banvers. Thia was communicated to the troopa
by Gen. Sacrieta on the 6th inst., aod I am told
thst the *'Bear” was cut out or removed from
the bsnner of a regiment.

12th Regiment of lhe Line, a forcign regiment,
was ordered out, sad all the avenues by which
the revolters could leave their ground wery
closed Thlngu Temsined ia this state till half-
past foar o'élock on the following morning, whea
Geo. Bouris demanded permiasion of Gen. Filan-
gieri to bave » parley with the Sjwiss, hopiog to
lead tham back to their daty. [On Spprasching
the ground, however, be woa received with shats,
and he was compelled lo retire, Two cannon.
were therefore brought up, snd, being put in®
position, the General promised psrdun tosuch ak
would retura (o their duty, and that they shonld
Le permitted (o leave Naples on laying down
their arme.  This the wen refused to do until
they waro oo board, all but 25, who sarrendered
sad were shul up in the Round house ogn the
groond.  Meantime, the others kept advancing,
with n view to get posaession of the cagoon.
Orders were then given to fire, and two shots
from cach gun wero fired.

Ao officer who went over tho ground immedi-
ately after counted 21 bodies and 40 wounded;

Shops with any valuables jn
them wero olosed; many had their ehutters half
up, 80 a8 to be resdy on tho instant to be ologed;
nnd tho oafs which brougbt in the dead and the
wounded increased the painfal sensitiveness of
public fecling. It is said that in one regiment
there were as many as 900 who were soxicus for
their conge. The affair is by no means regarded
as over. .The worst feeling now exists hotween
the d, the 3d, and the dth regiments, it having
been tho Isst which aoted agaiost the nvulteru
of thoe fival two regiments, Last night there was
s great movement in tho barracke of those
troops. A oolonel and two young officors are
eaid to have been killod and tho major sevorely
wounded, but I cannotl give details at present.

The King and all the royal family, aooompan-
ied by 80 Hussars, csme In from Capo di Monte
last night. His Majeaty dwells on the possibility
of another nocturnal visit from Swiss ravoltors,
and saoh visits are not agreeablo. Whils the
Bwies are in this discontented state, and osn no
longer be dopended on s the ohosen Bupporters
of the Government, troops have been sent off to
Bileato, where tho puhllo mind is in a great fer-
ment, s s aaid.to be the case also in Calabria.
