—The collection in
the recent of the Rhode Leland Soolety for the
encouragement of Domestic Industry has re-
ceived an interesting addition-Atbhnnet braided
by lire. Betsy Baker, in exact imitation, braid,
shape and trimming, of •the-first straw bonnet .
over braided in Ltd( country. Sixty-one years "
ago, when this venerable lady was a blooming
Malden, she determined to hare a straw bonnet.
Not knowing any other way to get it than tobraid
it hereelf, Miss Betsey Metcalf, (het was her

maiden name, saw an Imported Danstable straw
bonnet in Col. Whipple's Stare, and being a true

Yankee girl, she set hereelf to work to imitate
it. With no instruclton, without the opportuni-
ty of upbraiding a specimen of the work to see

how it was done, she persevered till she madea
bonnet that was the envy of the other girls.
Thence sprung upa bueineav which to-day em-
ploys 10,000 people, and turns oat 6,000,000
bonnets and hate annually in lhe single State of
Massachusetts.

The public attention was trot directed to the
subjecLand to the serrice which one young lady's
ingenuity had rendered to the country, by the
memoir of Judge Staples, the Secretory of the
Society. tier portralt, painted by Lincoln, and
presented to the Fociety by Gov.

LaDIAN CIVILIZAIIOII.—Ms. A. Stan) and T.

B. Laumann, who have justreturned from the
Sioux Agency informed us that on Monday last
about fifty Indians went through the civilizing
process of having their hair and fares shaved,
and adopted the white man's dress; and on Tues-
day morning when our Informantleft, the work.
of milting and shaving again commenced, and
was probably continued until one hundred or
more, among whom were many of the leading
chiefs, wore thus initiated into the first degree
of oivilleetion.

About one year ago, seventeen Indian families
(of which we made mention 00 the time) were do-
mesticated in this manner, through the exertions
of Soperintendent Cullen, and to his foresight
may be attributed the fruits above mentioned.
Those seventeen families were given eighty acres
of land, mit, a yoke of oxen and a cow, assisted
in breaking up their land for the first crop, and
encouraged in various other ways, by the Ba-
poriutendent. Strange as it may appear, the
first year's farms products of these seventeen
families, which were purchased by the Superin-
tendent, amodnted to the enormous sum of ten
thousand dollars! When this information was
imparted to oar Informants, they were disposed
to doubt its correetnese; bat after seeing the
Indian farms, in which they were cultiva-
ted, their doubts were removed. Their pre-

sent crop ofpotatoes and corn is very large, cul-
tivated more thoroughly, and looks better than
many similar crops tilled by the more intelligent
"pale faces."
