Thus the prohibition which had been votedout on the 6f April, 784, was again votedInto the plan of government, restoring it to pre-cisely the condition it was in when reported byMr. Jefferson to Concrete. it had thus againbeoome tbo "Jrffersonian plan ;" and, althoughMr. Jefferson was not then in Congrel s, stillVirginia, ail before, cast one vole (Mr. Gray-son's) for it. This plan of governmani re-stored to the original draft of Mr. Jelarsoio,was reduced to the form of an ordinatt e, andwas passed July 13, 1737.
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
