Tog Geaves o CrxTRAL Astxpica —A friend
whohay juat reluraed frows Crotral America,
savures us that the storicy about frading copper
oud gold vessels, &c., in tha graves of the sn-
cirnt intabitauts of the lathmus of Pansma, sto
ty oo mesna false. lle saw and handled very
many of there vesselw; and conversed with (hose
who hisd jost returued 1o Psnama with (heee
apoils intbeir hands. The ground pear Pansma,
from which theso veesels bave been taken, is
represented 43 covered with chapparsl, and of o
light esndy soil; casily dug-up, and the gravea
generally are ssid (o be gt a fow el —{breo
or four—below the surface’

Tho versels Ecen by our informant were of
carth copper and gold, and of fantastic shapas.
There wero also images of different kinds -of
Animals, somo of which were entireiy unkuown
te him, and he believes also uukpown to the
present inhabitanis of the lsthmus.

Ooe ooliceabls fact which our informant re-
marked, was, that the copper vessels were much
more claborately wrought than wero the goll
ones; the inference from which was, that copper
was a moro raro and valuable metal among the
aborigines of that region than gold. Another
fact noticed by bim was, that the gold vessels
were thick and substantial, and the handles
targe and nolld, and thers was no appearance of
avy dJdosice in the workmaun to cconomiso the
precious metal.  The gold had generally a dingy
brassy look, but was, nevertheleless, tho pure
article, having been subjected to the ususl tests.
Tho ckient of these buryiog plnces of distant
generalions is unknown, and can only bo ascer-
taioed by actual digging. All tho graves that
ore discovered do not contain vesscls or ulensits
of valae, though very many of them do — Bosten
Courier.
