The hair of the well cleaned
hunt is soft =doily, and consequently it bet-
ter fits him to withstand the cold rains so fre-
quent during winter and early spring: The
anointing matter is conferred through the
agency et the skin, and this secretory process
is doubtless augmented by good grooming. In
the horsethat is, seldom or never groomed the
hair stands in all directions, is rough and
harsh to the feel, and, in addition he has a dull
and sickly look. Sooner or later, mange will
manifest itself in au animal thus cared for,
and the sympathy of the outer with the inner
organization will rapidly effect the entire
system.
