Ourmore congenial climate and thinner sells would,we later, be just what is required. An spplice•tion of manure would not be dangerous here,however, as grain fe seldom lodged by too strong

• growth, and would render the soilwareser,which all agrioulturietti know makes the Beasonlonger. We would urge all farmers tp try theSpring wheat, pulling It in acoording to themanner described- in the letter, either withdrill or plow; and not over three inched deep.The following is the oommuoicatia• to Mr.Wallace, dated "Board of Trade Bomb, Chica-go, March 13th, 186t1;"
"In answer to yours of 12th instant —,our Club(Spring) wheat to considered the best for sowing,yielding quito as well an' may other kind,!and pro-ducing better flour. I have never putany in by drilling, brit think plowiag decidedly pre-ferable toharrowing; Ispeak from experience. Bestaced wheat can be obtained here at about St SO perbushel. It may be eosin to Illinois any timereviousto the middle of May, but the best crops are Obtalcedfrom early leading.
