In this country, the rhu-barb has gradually found ite way Into ourkale, until until the amount now ref/actin the docityof New York le enormous. Almost every mar-ket gardener bas a halfacre or moredevoted tothe groweth of this crop. From lore than three-quarters of an acre, we acid last year, nearlyfive hundred dollars worth ohhubarb, Cherries,and other fruits, however, take the plane ofrhubarb, and therefore it can only be sold athigh prices early in tho season.Ocoseionally we find a dabbler in chemistryobjecting to the use of rhubarb as food, fromdiscovering by analysis that it contains oxalicacid.
