SPEECH OP HON, JOHN HICKa AN,

Of PENNSYLVANIA,
DtUvtrrd in t&l Hovta of Rtpremlalita of

United Stain, i/ay 1, 1360.-
[oosrat'cn ]

The years from 1844 to 1850, inclusive, will
long be remembered from the most remarka-
ble, as it was the most bold and adroit section-
al movement known toour history. Ithad for
its objecta gigantic slavery extention;but un-
der a pretext very different in its form. It
was nothing less than its forcible acquisitionof ono half, if not the whole of Mexico, for
the purpose indicated, under color cf the an-
nexation of rexas. It is worce than folly to
suppose tbatj the determinationto sustain what
the South call the balance of power, but which
would bo more appropriately named tho su-
premacy ofpower, has only just been deter-
mined upon. It has long been a settled policy
with southern leaders, recognizing in it, as
they do, the condition of tho lifo of slavery.
-Andhow is the correctness oftheir view to be
resisted? That man who has read the history
ofhis race, and has not closed his eyes against
theplain teachingsof events transpiring dailyaround him, will nfcyer be convinced that there
can be an endnringpeaco between slavery and
freedom. Truces may be agreod upon, but
they will be like the compacts ofkings; made
to bo broken, whenever interest, ambition,
passion, or progress, shall will it. Air lines
may delinc rival States, but they never can
bound oonflioting sentiment. The vigorous
and the true will invade the sickly and the
false. The lightof the press, tho mechanical
agoncies and otherproductions ofhighly culti-
vated art, the greenGelds and profuse harvestsof scientiGcagriculture, the wide-spread
of prosperous commerce, and the Gooding
wealth ofcoaseless thrill, are not tobo restrict-
ed byriver banks, or corner stones, or paral-lels of latitude. These inGoences are forever
and ever at work. They are yonrzealots, yourfunaucs, yonr traitors, yourAbolitionists, eter-

[ naUypreaehingoftbenoblesttriumphsofcivili-t ration, and impressing their lessons Upon the
hearts ofthe most lnconslderato and wayward.
They are the invincible-antagonists of igno-
rance, indolence, sterility, and poverty, and
none but the unwise or disingenuous 'should
attempt to deny it. When yon can wall them
in, you can control the travels of reason and
tho mightiest impulses of humanity. Then
yon may “bind tho induonces of Pleiades and
loom tho bonds of Orion." Then you may“bring forth Mazzarotli in bis season," and
“guido Arotnrus with his sons."

It is pot the handful of men plsntiog
sedition, and waiting openly against legal
institutions and fundamental law, which Uie
States Soothfear, and against whose acta theyseek prolection'through expansion, it is theredaction from the whole snrihee of the States
North—-their intelligence, skill, production,enterprise, and prosperity, which threaten and
disturb. Tofosterandencouragethesoistoaug-
ment the danger. Not to attempt tocounteract
themwouid indicate abandonmontofthe strug-gle—the breaking down ofthe Trajan bridge. 1see here the cause ofall the agitation upon theBlovory question, in Congress and not of Con-gress, for tho last fifteen years. Heroin liesthe secret of the contests for the Territories,
the violation of covenants and compromisesand theBppalling aggressions upon the sover-
eign rights of the people. Tho South seekthe acquisition and tenure of tho Territories
and what better agency, lot me inquire, can
they employ to fortify themselves t Once sur-
rounding ns by a belt of, States which should Iregard our institutions inimicalwtheiij,
wo might well anticipate the fato of the man:
in the iron Shroud. With tho powers of thoGeneral Government thus placed beyond oor
control, the walls would constantly contractupon us until, at last, wo should be crushedby the pressure; or, if left tosorvivo, it wooldbe upon some, ragged mountain-top, dnarfed
to the insignifianee of San Marino. Here 1point to the cause.and source of that sectional
antagonism which must continue uutil eitherthe North or the South shall gain tho ascen-
dency. Timo will east our country’s horoscope-but let us still trust that it will' remain her
good fortune to excrciso n humanizing andchristianizing sway over aa injured and dis-

humanity. There is such a thing os
"manifest destiny;” and tho destiny uf iheSouth is perfectly manifest to every one exceptthemselves.

Sir, a few foot-prints in the past point out
unmistakable the direction in which eventshavo been hurrying ns. The least noticed ofthese, at the time, was tho daring resolve of
K leaders to sot aside the expressed andn will .of the democratic voters in the'selection of a ChierMagistrate. As Mr. VanBuren wus cast off in this way, and withoutdamago to those engaged in the plot, it hasnever since been considered unsafefor a dele-,
gated body to engage in usurpation, or to giro
to their edicts the force of obligation. This is

| a great mischief, but my no means the mostgnevooa resalt of the act; for upon it may becharged one oi the greatest outrages, as I con-
i ceivo, our people have over been called upon
[ lO endure. I allude tb the enactment of thocompromise measures of 1850, and tho fruitsthey have produced. Thodiscoverythea mado was thereal philosopher’s
stone, which gave a golden throneto Freedom,and planted her victorious banners on theshores of the broad Paciflo. So far, well; bat
now thefolly and snbmisslpn began. Those
who had secretly played with stocked cards
