epidesnio, has so much fatal disease beau known
as now. Different types of fever, pneumonia,
tyhotd, congestive chills and other dinettes in-
cident to our climate, are doing their work of
destruction in almost every section of our Butte,
and especially in the eouthern and south-eastern
eections.

The southern portion of our town was visited
by a most fearful tornado between the hours of
6 wad 7 P. M. Sunday, leveling everything in
Its course, and carrying sorrow and death to

very many families. The entire umber of
deaths cannot be known at this early hour, but
from 16 to 18are known to have been killed.

At a point seventeen miles west of the river,
the name of which we are not to poerteeeion of
several houses were torn to Ocoee, and from
which scene a man Fee off on Sunday evening
riding post baste to theriver town of Camanohe.
Clinton Co., for aid. Ile reached it only to find
the tornado had preceded him and left the town
in mike. It is at this point that the most appal-
ling force of the tornado was displayed.

Comanche is a town of about fifteen hundred
inhabitants, eight miles south of Clinton. It
occupies a level plain or plateau, elevated about
fifteen feet above the river. The town was built
along and immediately upon the brink of the
ellieemetppi, and somewhat compactly for a wee.
tern town,,thisbeing one of the comparatively

older pellets, and founded in 1837 It had eta-
morons eubstantial buildings, and others toereo•
doe, ,aud three churches.

Toe air darkened by the black peel that trailed
ass minister of death from the hoe :ems, was
filled with rushing torrents of rain, fragments of
crushed and shattered buildings, and crier, and
shrieks, and prayers for help. All Was over in
less than three minutes. and where, ere that brief
interval, had stood a thriving erilliege, all was
now terror, desolation,-ruin. Not a single buss.
nese building in tone remained standing. The
largo three story brick structure the Millard
Howe built and kept by II G. Seesioue, former-
ly ofErie, Pa., was totally destroyed, and render-
ed a shapeless mass of rubish. lu ibis building
quite a cumber of persons were killed, though
how many hod not been definitely ascertained.
Three stores beaesth the hotel were destroyed
with their contours. The 'bete churches of the
town were destroyed.

A large raft was passing at the time with
twenty pee on board. There were all carried
into the stream and drowned and the raft beckon
up. Manifestly amid such terrifio violence and
ruin, the lose of life must have been serious, and
it was ea Oneaccount places the number killed
at over fifty. lip to 7 a. et yesterday morning
thirty-eight dead bodies had been recovered from
the ruins and were being identified amid a Beetle
of grief and anguish that eurpaeees description.

The tornado struck Chamaeche about seven
no. sad passing across Ike river struck the oppo-
site and smaller town of Mime,- su Whiteside
County. This has about 800 inhabitants and is
ofabout the same age as Comanche.

Near Otter latter place a farm house was torn to

pieces, sod three children killed. Some of the
furniture was carried toa distance of three miles.

A gentleman who was a passenger northward
on the Illinois Central Railroad, counted seven.
teen buildings destroyed on the line where the
tornado crossed that road. It is impoesible to

estimate the loss of property by this calamity.

To the farmers it will be immense. Cattle and
'took were killed in large uncut:ere, both at the
homesteads and et pasture_ Fences., house',
orchards and standing timber, ell veers destroyed
along the broedellue of the tornado's march.
Fragments of Blapboards, siding, &0., were
found at Fulton, believed to have been carried
from Albany, a distance of eight miles.

The very surface of the ground was rent and
torn ashy ploughehares, along the course of the
destroyer. One eye witness crated that the
turf Is in spots torn up.

The bodies of three men were brought into
Albany from several miles east of that place,
where It is thought they were overtaken by the
whirlwind on the open prairies.—Chitago Peru.
