how much leas reward labor commands and re-
ceives In Eoglantl than here. Until within thelast few years, nearly all the wood acres, used

everotome one of our numerous inventors invent-
ed a machine making n decided-improvement, by
adding a gimlet to the end ofile screw. -He went
to England. end disposed of hie patent there.
British capitalists seised upon it, put in opera.tlon, and now the wood•scre4 manufactories of
ibis country are forced to suspend, and England
furtiishes us with that article. Thereasoe in that
the tosehitte can be worked by little girls,obtoln-
ed from the elmehouner; psupere from the Weale
sod poorhouses, and vagrants from theknee and
alleys are brought in to work at low wages. They
not only supply the home market, but come hero
and glut our market, to the exclualon of our own
artisans. Now this branch of business le • verylarge one, formerly giving employment and sup-
port to thousands of our honest laborers. Webad a right to its oontidnance, for the invention
came from the genius of no American citizen;under the fosteringcars and protection of one of
oui former tariffs. knitter protection now wouldindemo:sonte.one ofour intelligent artlstna again
to Improve upon the machinery, nod thus enable
us to reduce the price milllower.

The soap, manufacture was formerlya very im-
portant intermit in this country, ao important in
fact, that probably few gentlemen on this floor
have an idea of the immense capital that was, in-
vested, or of the great numbers to whom thel business gave employ. Sometwo or threeleara

• o a gentleman of my acquaintance ' •chemistsof great practical-knowledge and eliiilluhie pro-tendon, as aleo of large experience. discovered aproms which cone entrated the alkali, and pro-duced asubelince of whichhe called calm% coda.lie went out %Et:giant for the puppet or intro.dueingtheartiole and eupplying the marketthere.
Forming a. connection with a capitalist in ,Edin-
burgh, Boolland,'he eel up the manufaetire of this
