made by Cbivl of Police Pattereon, and as tbe ar-
ietta inrolveprisciplea of adch importance to oar
eitiuns, wd subjoin tbe sections of tbe law ooder

which thus* proceedings are instituted;

Section third ofj.lbe act of 30th March, 1&60,.
provides at follows:

‘‘That the Select and Cotonou Coueeila of tbe
eltf of JPituburgh‘are hereby authorized and em-
powered to confer npon tbe.major of aaid city fall
power'ld collect license lor dramatic or other pub-
lic exhibitions ineald city, and to proceed by «um*
puty coaviction and 6se in aey earn not exceeding
fifty dollars, in . each cue, against any person or
persons refp*ief or neglectieg to pay tbe licences
imposed'by tbe ordinances oi said city.**
. Chapter 23 J, section 2d, ol tbe City Digest, it
inthese words j --

- “No person or persons wilbia said city aball ex-
hibit, play,or. perform aoy opera, circa* riding or
Teats of horsemanship, menagerie or exhibition of
animats, panorama, painting, natural
curiosiiy, tricks ;o> legerdemain, musical party,
concert, or asp \other txhittilicn, entertainment,
their oramusement,ai wn at*ves franc on same,
(or which money dr bfAer rnrdird is io aayway de-
manded,-orreceived, without a permit or license
for thatpurpose first had and obtained from tbeMay*
or, which said liceaey shall expreu for wbal it is
granted, and tbe time ills tocontinue,** ole. Tbe
ordinance Ureafixes the rates of license, and pre-
scribes a peaalty not exceeding fifty dollars for
eacbviolation. [
' Section fifth, of the same chapter of tbe City

Digest, provides as follows: ■** That no person shall
!eot, exhibit, show or perform io, ot esoxe tobe acted,
: exhibited, shown or performed, or in-toy menocr

; eoneerned la tbe actio*, exhibkioo, showing, or per-
i formasoe .of any indecent or blasphemous play,
fares, opart, jtublic exhibition, show or entertain-
ment, or performance of anykind whatever*

Nothing can be more explicit than tbe provUlons
above cited, and trader them warrants ware liiusd
for tbe arrest of the proprietors and performers io
the concert saloon -knownu the “Bed, White end
Blue/* onSmlthfisldstreet; lbs «Continental”on i
Fifth strsyt, and! the «*Melodeon," corner of Fifth !
and Bmithfisld streets. | Tbepolios were sent simnl- 1
Uaeouly to these pleese, and the performers were
taken Into costody .either npon the itege or Inthe,
dmsiogrooms, end conveyed to the Mayor’s offloe.

Thefirst information'was'af ainst Julius Weisieit,
Christian Klein,{Jacob Klein, William Metzger,

; Amanda Elite, James Voting and Henry Wbafle.
These were irotf the “Red, White and Blue,** and

They werwaieo indicted for givisg im-
moral and indecent exhibition*.

.Thesecond information was against P. H- Klein,;
W.C. Johnston, Harry Livingston, A- J. M’Gowao,!
Marion Webstar and Jennie Powers, of tbe “Me-
lodeoa** establishment. They were acceeed ol

: violating the city ordinance by charging admittance,
at the door, aad eliowing withouta license; also,
with giving iadseeat. exhibitions, tending tocor-
rupt the public morals.

Thethird charge was against Wn. H» Silvers,
Wn. Burns and Jobn Slbat, of the “Continental,**
for an evasion of the licest* law, and for givieg
exhibitions ofah immoral tendency. u

Mayor Wilson, after reading tite. informations,
stated that be bad beeo led to believe, from iaior-
maliea received from various-ciUxens, that tbe ex-
hibitioee given’ in three saloons were grossly
demoralising in thsir tendency, and be felt it to be
bta bounden duty to use every means in'hie power
to suppress them. Ha had returned one ol tbe
proprietors (Mr. Klein) for nuisance, some time
ago, but the Grand Jury, in their_.wiadoo, had
teen fit to ignore tbe bill. Ha'wae sow de-
tenniaeiT toenloice the ordiaaace providing for the
payment of a licenee for pablie exhibitions And
lurtber, if the ware loovd to be ol-
Tensive to the. pablie morals, ss be really believed
them to be, then he would enforce the law sgainst
indeeent performances, and hold both the proprie-
tors ted perfohaen responsible.- Tb« houses,so
far ae he could learn, were ofno possible benefit to j
tbe eomeranity, but a positive injury, tending to
deprave the taste and corrupt the morals of all who
w.tnesaed them. He did not wish to take any na»
doeadvantage, but would give all the parties an
opporthsity to enter bail for a further bearing on
Tuesday afternoon at two o’cfock-

The parties grumbled no little at their arrest,
and some of them expressed surprise that they bad
not been disturbed losgago, if tbe law was thus
and so. They were all willing to enter bti) for e
keariig, however, nod after giving tbe requisite
security they wjere discharged.

This action of the Mayor* will receive the hearty
eommssdation of all good riUisaxtaud it U to m
hoped that every person who knows aaytblsg eou-
eernlag the nfaanetcrof there bouse*—either for.or
again** them— will appoar. and testify, that exact
jaatiea msybsjdofts. . If the exhibitions are haro-
lasih la the name of ail that: ti joit let tham.be eoa-
ttnned, bul lf they are immoral and degrading, Ist
them be closed fox all time iocoma.
