An accident fatal in its results, occurred

yesterday. forenoon at the glass hense of
me.ers, King A Company, on Breed street,
near linesman's coal works, in Birmingham.
genie weeks Since the math portion of theginea_heuserwas_torn downtpterfaratO-bes.
fig.ro-buitt. The work of -rebuilding was
commenced ,under the supervision of 'Mr.
Joan Eichain, architect, Messrs. SmithA Cor-
bett, carpenters, sending their foreman sand.workmen to thejob. A scaffold some twenty
feet in height, was erected for the adjust-
meet of the upper timbers ofthe now build-
ing. Aceortling to the facts testified to yes-
terdar, there was considerable discussion as.
to. the security of this seaffolding.at the time
Of its erection. The foreman,Mr. Isaac
AleGuml.PlT. remonstrated aganst, it being
used by • the workmen until some of
its timbers both. in the upright,
and transverse portions should be replacedby
more solid Ones. .The architect,Mr. Alchain,
decided that the scaffold was Safe.l2.,ollglland

' it was permitted to steed. and the-workmen
proceeded withtheir work. Yesteitigy morn-
ing,at a little' before eleven, tileforeman. Mr.
lileGemphy, with two workmen named Geo.
hew mid D. Evans, went upoh the-scaffold to
work. They were busy framing together the
. elates" of the building when, in turning ono
Of the Umbers, thesupports eater one en d of
the scaffold gave way and that portion fell
wit.. it crash. Its full shattered the trestle
work, and the other end of the scaffold also
fell the Instantafter. -Me tiumphy and Evans
were at work on the end that gave way gest,
and were precipitated to the ground among
the timbers and debris. Idetinenphy bad elle
of the ries. on his left side broktu and sus-
tained several severe and painful bruises and
sprains. Ills.injuries. however, urn not don-
Mitered dangerous; Evans • sustained a pain-
ful sprainof the left knee which partially dis-
ables him. .

• Attheother end of thescaffold, Kent was'at
work, standing ,astai e of the timber with
which he was engaged At the time the scaf-foldLofirst gave way, be had lu ono hand the
end oLii rope attached ttea frame work of
the butt Bug, but the shock of too fall ,broke
his hold en therope and be fell, headlong to

o pound. As he fell he struck his loreliend
.n thechime of a barrel standing beneath,
and laid his skull- completely --open, killing
him alniest Instantly. ,

tavern el Chris. &tango, oil tlid corner of
