shines out with n pale yellow bee, is the
planet Saturn, which now presents amomthan ordinary Interesting phase, from the
fact that theflattened sitiosof the ringsare
turned towards the earth. The rings of
Saturn are now peculiarly feverahla for
obserTatton, because the flat sidoa are
turnedtowards us. a condition which does
not occur more than once in n number of
years. Therings intersect theellpuelntwo
onposite points, called the nodes. These
mints are in longitude I'M degree.. eon tin
degrees. When, therefore, Saturn Is In
eitherof these pante hisring% willbe visi-
bletous. On tee coutrary, when his tonal.
Rote is el degrees or We cleanses,. the rings
willhe seen to the greatest advantage. as
the edges of the ringswillpresent them.
selves to the Inn twice In each revolution
of theplanet. it is Miele.thattheir disap-
pearancewill occur once in about Mena
years. subject, however. to the variation
dependenton the position of the earth at
that tinier The distance between Saturn
