Animal matter contains every element
that Is necessary to grow every plant
known. In itaro phospate and carbon-
ate of lime, ammonia, carbon, in short, I
in the best form, all- the essentials of
vegetable growth. Whenever a fowl.
cat, dog, sheep, pig, horse or cow dies,
let the caroms be cut up and added to
the manor* heap. The Megaof a sin-
gle horse will turn loads of useless muck
or pest onto manure, richer than arty
ordinary barn yard dune. Whythen
suffer It to decay .uselessly and annoy-
ingly! It Is true it is not lost, for the
gases that taint theair are appropriated.,
by plants; but the farmer who owned
the animal gets but a small portionof ,
what should be all his own. Why will
Wewaste the dead energies of the horse,
whenhe has loss the living ones!
If our readers will heed what we say,

they will not suffer des'animals to en-
emy the eye and disgust the nose here-
after.- Bury theta Inthe manure heap;

It Is fre-
quently desirable to have a rich manure
in the garden, and It is not athand. An-
imal matter put Into sulphuric acid will
in a few hours tarnish it. Every house
will supply muchrefuse animal matter.
To this, rats, mice, feathers, bah, bones,
horns, ac., may be added. If the rub-
age of a. daughter house can be got, it
should be. All these will soon be re-
duced to an available state, lee moires- I
sive, and add great fertility to the soil 1
where used.
