Kentucky Democratic Chiefltain
Dies From Effects of Assas-
gin's DBullet.

A DUAL GOVERNMENT FOR THE “COL-
ORELS.”

Faaxxrorr, Ky, Febroary 1.—Gov-
ernor Witllnm Gosbel died lo-night st 6.4
a'clock, st the Capitol Hotal, as the result
of & bullet - wound In his right lung, in-
flicted on Tuesday, by an assussin upon
whomn the erime has not yet besp fixed.

Three quarters of an hour before this
Dr., Hume had annouoced that his pa-
tient was steadily sinking, and at 6 30 he
had left the dving man's badside st the
request of Arthur Goebel and M. Brag-
naker, s hrother and sister, who wanted
to be alope with bim when the end came.
