Mb. Mills has presented his free
trade scheme before the National Con-

gress, in accordance with tbe recom-
mendations of President Cleveland, in
Vch a grand strike is made at tbe
industries, laborers and manufactur-
er! of this country. Among otber
things placed on tbe free list by the
bill are lumber and wool, which di-

Applications for License.
At the last session of court Judge

Brown laid down the following rules
on tbe license question :

1. Applications for license under act
"f May 13, 1887, shall be heard on the
third-Mond-ay oi May of each year.
Licenses granted shall be for one year
from the second Monday of June iu
each year, and shall expire in one year
from that time without regard to the
lime wnen ine same were granted.

2. The certificate annexed to the
petition of the applicant shall not be
signed by more than twenty electors
oi me uorougn or rownsnip in wiiicb
such liquors are to be sold.

8. Petitions additional to that of tha,
j'i""-ou- ' "u rem oTrancesagainst the application, Hnal,' sied only b mlrf-- of the Boroifgh

or TowiiBuip in which such liquors
are to be sold, who are of the full apre
of twenty-on- e years. The fact of such
residence and age shall be stated
therein and the signatures thereto
shall be such only as are procured af-
ter the day of filing the original peti-
tion and within two weeks Immedi-
ately preceding the time fixed by rule
JJo. 6, for filing the same in the office
of the Clerk ot the Court.

4. The additional petitions shall set
forth that the signers thereto verilv
believe that a license to sell tbe liquors
aumonzea oy inencenseasKea for.and
at the place named in tbe applications
Is necessary for the accommodation of
the public and the entertainment of
strangers ana travelers, and, if such
are the pT.miii c,T objection, the re- -

irr". ii: itiall set forth that the
signers thereto veri!y believe that a
license to sell the liuuors authorized
ly the Hvnso asked for and at the
place namtMi m the application Is not
necessary for the accommodation ot
::.o public and the entertainment of
strangers and travelois. Theacldiiion-u- l

petitions und remonstrances may
set forth any other reasons fur grant-
ing or refusing the particular license
asked for.

6. The additional petitions and re-
monstrances shall be filed with the
Clerk of the Court, at least one week
liefore the time fixed by Kulo No. 1,
for the hearing of the applications,
and shall at all reasonable times be
subject to inspection and examina-
tion by all persons interested.

0. Should any question ariso as to
the residence orageof persons signing
any petition or remonstrance, or as to
any other question of fact essential to
the proper disposition of an applica-
tion under the law and these rules,
theOiurt may appoint an examiner
to take the testimony, and report the
facts.

7. The foregoing rules shall apply
to applications for licenses issued un-
der the act of May 24, 1887, entitled
"An act providing for the licensing of
wholesale dealers in intoxiculiui;
liciuors," so far as the same are appli-
cable under the provisions of that act.
