GEORGE ELIOT'S FACE.

Dante anil Savonarola.

A close friend of (Jeorgc Eliot',
writing of hi r personal appearance,
laid:

"She was not. as the world In gen

eral It aware, a handsome or even a

personable woman. Her face wa

long: the eyes not large or beautiful
In color they were. I think, of a gray-Id- i

blue: the hair, which she wore In
old fasiiioncd braids, coming low down
on cither side of her face, of a rather
light brown. It was streaked with
gray wheu last I saw her. Her figure
was of middle height, large boned and
powerful. Lewes often said that she
Inherited from her peasant ancestor
a frame and constitution originally
very robust. Her head was finely
formed, with a noble and well bal
nnccd arch from brow to crown. The
lips ami mouth possessel a jsiwer of
Infinitely varied expression.

"George I.ewes once said to me,
when I made some observation to the
effect that she had a sweet face
meant that the faie expressed great
sweetnessi: 'You might say what
sweet hundred faces! I look at her
sometime in amazement. Her coun
tenance Is constantly changing.'

"The saiil lips and month were dis
tinctly sensuous in form and fullness.
She bus lioeu compared to the portrait
of Savonarola (who was frightfuli and
of Dante (who. though stern and bitt
looking, was bandsomcl. Something
then- - was of loth face In George
Eliot's physiognomy.

"Lewes told us in her presence of the
exclamation uttered suddenly by some
one to whom she was pointed out at a
place of public entertainment. 'That,'
said n bystander. 'Is George Eliot.' The
gentleman to whom she wa thus Indi-

cated gave one swift, searching look

and exclaimed, sotto voce, Dnnte't
auntr Lewes thought this happy, and
he recognized the kind of likeness that
was meant to the great singer of tho
Divine Comedy. She herself playfully
disclaimed any resemblance to Savona-

rola. Hut, although such resemblance
was very distant Savonarola' pecul-

iarly unbalanced countenance being a
strong caricature of hers some like-lie- s

there was."
