off the branches, and laid the main stem
down in trenches, covering with about a
foot of earth. Vigorous and healtby shoots
sprung up in great abundasce—the weak
ones of which were broken off, and leading
ones at proper distances trainrd on to the
arbor. The new growth are now clean,
healthy and strong-—sufficient to entirely
cover the Jarge arbor the present season;
