The Diseases We Die Of.
How many people in the hundred. will any

one tell us, die a natural death ? We do not
mean, how manyescape death by violence or
accident, but how many of the multitude who
" die in their beds," die a natural deathf—
Strictly speaking, the only natural drnth is
death of old ug. ; all the millions of mankind
who die before reaching old age, die unnatural-
ly, and tor the most part unreasonably and
wrongly. Yet to die'of merely old ege has
somehow got to be very uncommon—at least in
this century. The small numberot grey or sil-
vered heads we stal in our public gatherings,
the inscriptions of ages upon our tomt stones,
and the obituary columns of our newstapers.
all indicate therarity of persons of ventrabic
years among us. Probably nine tenth of the
human race die beforereaching theage offifty.
From one-fourth to one-half of all children
born into the world—the proportion varying
according to locality and circumstances, die in
infancy. Our cemeteries are full of little grave-
stones—our families are all desolatedby the de-
stroying angel almost as-soon as they begin to
exist.

tiThere Is no hearth, however watched and tender,
But one dead lamb is there;

There is nocircle, how;.iie'er defended,
But has ono vacantchair.

The air is fail of farewells for the dying,
And mounds:ire for the dead;

The heart of Rachel, for her children crylog,
WLU.not comforied."

The chief causes of. Infant mortality, are
hereditary diseases, bad air, improperfood, and
uncleanliness. Multitudes of children, born in
the lower walks of life, never breathe a morsel
of pure air from the moment they enter the
world until they leave it. Crowdtd inunwhole-
some tenement houses—nestling in. hovels,
where swarm the children of poverty and mis-
fortune sweltering in rooms abutting upon al-
leys reeking with filth—or cowering in garrets
fetid with foul and close air, and almost desti-
tute of light—is it any wonder that these poor
victims should die almost as soon as they are
born ? They breathe pest Hence in the cradle,—
too often aggravated by nursing diseassii. and
feeding upun.opium or otherpoisons, iguorant.
ly oi.-pensed to ail. viate their infantile com-
plaints. When a human soul finds itself in
such co:a:brim s as these, is it auy wonder that
it should be in haste to die out of them?

But, iven among the children of mote fortu-
nate parents, who are, will born aud well bred,
after the standaidaccounted respectable and in-
telligent, how vast is the sum of infant mortal-
ity 1 ,How many pale-faced, puny little wee t-
iers with diseise, hereditary or superinduced,
du we not daily behold. the laws -of life aie

systematicelly viulated by thousands of t..areuts,
out of iguoi ante, and habitsare formed and en-
touraged vehich, are,dieeetl• ada e led to cam_
genreofapeetite at-all hours, unwho mime
sweetmeats; `constant confinementwithin doors,
deficient clothing durieg eudden changes, im-
perfect ablutions, mistaken and cruel over-dos•
log for trifling complaint—all-these areamong
the active, causes of disease. • Some people's
children are alciays ailifig. and 'always being
dosed; and, with .611 the debt of gratitude we
owe to the medical profession for succor in the
more.critical ciretinastairdes of disease, it is an
Jedisputable fact that the:overmedication of
children, which is being but gradually re-formed,.ha felieful aceount to he divided be-
tween; their anxious mother and the profes-

.

don. -

Of the fortunate mortals who emerge from
eke etelle of infancy and:childhood, aud who
arrive at adult age, many are afflicted with
direr:de' dideasee in one or' more -of its varied
and complicated tormk.: :The health of Ameri-
can women, especially, is almost never even
tolerably good, to say nething'of robustness
andvigor. The many .ailmeuts with which
they areafflicted, are studiously aggravated by
continued neglect of out door air aud•exercise,
and too often by dependence upon unnatural
stimuli, in the sfiape ofdiet or medicine, to re-
cuperate exhausted or declibin•g energies. The

' demands made upon them, tool;when. engaged
in the cares of housekeeping, are Adapted, as
most households are managed, ebeetiggravate
disease, and to bring on premature eetl...age.—
They endeavor to keep upacertain ctineention-
al style, with inadequate health or means,
which so .charecrerizee our domestic life, es-
pecially la citieseis'eital to the happiness and
to the constitution of innumerable house-wives.

Some of the prevalent and fat ii tones of dis-
ease are those whose origin are attributed to
climate. BeAdes such scourges as cholera and
yellow fever, we have Lelia feartul epidemics pre-
veiling at certain seasons, or in particular lo-
calities.- Bummer complariats ed)sentery, soar-
let fever, and other acute forms of• disease,
decimate the population of some locality or
other, almost every season. In the. New Bag-
land states, coristimption in one form or anoth-
er, is the great destroyer.- .Feem ten to twenty
per cer t. of the deaths in that region are occa-
sioned by pulmonary disease. Bu large a share

..of this is apparently hereditary that it would
be unreasonable toBey that it is strictly prevent-
ible. Noe can` we say it of the epidemics
which more or less infest the Westerncountry.
Still, a large share of the cases of bothforms of
disease'are doubtlesseggravated by Violation of
natural law in matters of diet anti regimen.

Besides these, and themore common prevent,
ibis diteasis •whictiaffect adelts as well as in-
fants, there are causes -of disease connected
with many of the trades and employments of
civilisation: The arnoent• Of Tree:ranee mor-
tality induced by certainoccupatiriner would
startle every reader, could,. it_ be accurately
