Samxr Cuariks, Warre River, Ark., June 17,

. via Cairo Juae 21.
To Hon. Edwin M. Staunton, Secretary of War:
Ou arriving eight miles bejow here last even-
ing, we ascertained that the enemy had two
batteries here suppotted by a force (number un-
koown) of infantry. " A combined attack was
made ut 7 A. M., to-day. The regiment under
my command, the 46th Indiana, landed twenty-
four and -a half miles below the battery, and
skirmigshers were throwu ont, who drove in
the enemy’s pickets. The guoboats then moved |
up aud opened on thelr battery. - A rifled shot
from one of the bitteries penstrated the steam
draw of the Mouund City; disabling, by scald-
ing, most of her crew. - :
Apprehensive that some similar accident
might happen to the other guuboats and leave
my small force without their. support, I sig-
nalled the guub.ats to cease firing, and we
would storm the battery. They ceased exactly
at the right moment, and wy men carried the
battery - gallantly. The infantry were driven
from the sapport of the guus, the gunners shot
at their post, and their commanding officer
Frye, formerly of the United States” navy,
wounded and taken prisoner,
Eight bracs and iron guns with ammunition
were captured. The enemy’s loss is unknown.
We have buried seven or eight of their dead
and other dead and wounded are being brought
in. The casualties among my own command
are small, the only real loss beiog.from the
escaping steam - in the Mound City; she wiil
probably be repaired and ready to proceed with
ugup the river to-morrow, A fallreport will be
made ag early a8 poasible.”

A new order to encourage enlistments.

Pursuant to a joint resolution of Congress,
to encourage enlistments in the regular army
and volunteer forces, it is ordered that s pre-
mium of two dollars shall be paid for each ac-
cepted recruit that volunteers for three years or
during the war; and every soldier who hereafter

for three years or during the war, may rececive
his first ‘months pay in advance, upon the mus-
tering of his company lnto the servicea of the
United States, or after he shall bave been mus-
tered into a regiment already in the service.
This order will be transmitted to the Gover-
nors of the States and recruiting officers.

According to a general order, the supervision
of prisoners of war sent by Generals command-
iog in the ficld, to posts or camps prepared for
their reception, is placed entirely under Col,
William Hoffman, third infantry commanding
General of prisoners, who is subject only fo
orders of the War Department. :

Al matters iu relation to prisoners will pass
through him. He wiil establish regnlations
for issuing clothiog to prisoners, and will direct
the manper in which all funds ariging from
the saving of rationsat prison hospitals or oth-
erwise shall be accounted for and disbursed by
the regular disbursing cofficers—the depart-
wents in providing under existing regulations
such articles as may be absolutely necessary for
the welfare of the prisoners,

He will select a position for camps for pris-
onerg or prison camps, and will cause plans and
estimates for necessary buildings to be prepared
and sabmitted to the Quartermaster General,
upou whese approval they will be erected by
officers of the Quartermaster’s Department.

He will if practicable visit the several prison
camps once a manth. o

Loyal citizens who may be found among the
priconers of war confined on false accusation
or through mistake may lay their cases before
the Commissary General of prisoners who will
submit them to the Adjutant General.

The Commissary Qeneral is authorized to
graat paroles to prisoners on the recommenda-
