many on the field of battle. They wcra
good looking company ripe for .the wax.

Tb'e company oa arriving at the spot
selected for tho holding of the meeting,
gave three cheftra (that would have done
credit to a whole Brigade) for thcy"constt-tiitio- n

and the Union," arid three cheers
for the "Stars and Stripes."
