Midvale Steel Lands
$8,000,000 War Order

Philadelphia, July 21. An $8,000,-
000 contract for 05,000 twelve-inch
shells has been closed with the entente
powers by the Midvale Steel and Ord-
nance company. This dispells rumors
of the last three weeks that Europe
would not plaoe any more orders for
shells In this country.

Announcement of the new contract
was made by the company yesterday.
The profit on the orders is estimated to
be about 30 per oent. and will net in
round figures about $2,500,000. Speci-
fications require that the shells be
made of hard carbon Btoel, which
makes the machining: of the shells
more difficult than In previous orders, i
The completed shell, however, is said
to be more effective on the battlefield.

THE GOVERNMENT MAPS
By Frederic

[Continued From Editorial Page]

Neither Is it easy to convince a man
that a piece of land in the Southwest
contains a vein of silver if the topo-
graphic map fails to show the presence '
of ore-bearing rocks. So Infallible are
the maps that life insurance compan-
ies now lend money on farm lands
upon their recommendation. The vice
president of an insurance company in
his New York office can determine '
the approximate value of a given farm :
in the State of Washington by looking
it up on the survey map of that sec-
tion.

The maps are even more valuable
to the home-maker, and should be
consulted by every person when mov-
ing into a new country. Certain phy-
sical characteristics of the earth's
surface bring about conditions which
are detrimental to health, and theseconditions are duly noted on the
topographic map.

For several years it was a well-
known fact among life insurance
companies that many of the so-call-
ed "cup towns" throughout the coun-
try?towns completely surrounded by
hills?are unusually productive of
cancer. The fact was so noticeablethat finally an investigation was ar-
ranged and the phenomenon explain-
ed. It had occurred to someone to
compare the conditions of the "Cup
t jwns" with those encountered by thechimney sweeps of London, among
whom there is an enormous amount
of cancer, due to their contact with
smoke and soot. It was found that
the chimneys of the houses of the
"Cup towns" were fitted with a device
that swung with the wind and opened
at right angles to the chimney, and
that these devices collected an im-
mense amount of soot.

In the large cattle grazing areas
of the west, the Survey's maps have
proved the means of settling many-
boundary disputes. The land, which
Is usually unfenced, may be owned
by an Individual or by the govern-
ment. In the case of government
ownership the range is described in
the grazing permit, but with private
ownership It depends mostly upon the

| word of the owner, unless he produces
| his deed, and there are frequently

j many wrangles and disputes In finding
the section corners. The topographic
map has gone far towards eliminating

I these difficulties.
| The Irrigation projects of the West
| are also Indebted to the topographic
map for their existence. The engi-
neer plans his work, the expense of
construction and the time required to
complete it, with the aid of the map.
Afterwards he may explore the coun-
try himself for greater evidence of its
practicability, but the first estimate
is usually based upon the topographic
sheet.

| When the giant map of the entire
! country is completed it will be*a big
(step in the preparedness program.
With all the physical features of the
country within their knowledge, the

i military engineers can plan the mob-
ilization and stationing troops without
sending scouts ahead to determine tho
lay of the country. Usually before a
detachment .takes up its headquarters
at a given point, the sanitary engineer
goes ahead to insure proper health
conditions; now the sanitary engineer
can economize on travel and get his
Information from the topographic
corps of the Geological Survey.
